ran Bloomington Gold and the McLean County Special Olympics and

worked for the Community and Economic Development Foundation of

Ford County; and

WHEREAS, John Goldrick's extensive community involvement

included past President of the Bloomington-Normal Chamber of

Commerce, member of Central Illinois Development Partnership,
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Trustee for Illinois Wesleyan University, and past Chairman of

the United Way of Bloomington; and

WHEREAS, John Goldrick was an avid reader, a car

enthusiast, and loved the city of Chicago; and

WHEREAS, John Goldrick was preceded in death by his first

wife, Betty; his son, Kevin; and his grandson, Shawn; and

WHEREAS, John Goldrick is survived by his wife, Helen; his
