department in Spiegler's Department Store for 40 years and

later became co-owner; and

WHEREAS, Roger Spiegler was a lifelong Elk and served as

Exalted Ruler of the Des Plaines Elks from 1959 to 1960; he was

also a member of the Lions Club; in 1972, he was selected to be

on the Board of Directors of the Des Plaines National Bank, and

in 1974, he was elected as President of the Des Plaines Chamber

of Commerce; and

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well into his 80s; he was a loyal Chicago Cubs, Bears, Bulls,

and Blackhawks fan; and
