WHEREAS, Frances Winfield was the matriarch of the Chicago
branch of her family, with well over 300 members in Chicago and

across Illinois; and

WHEREAS, Frances Winfield enjoyed knitting, crocheting,
and participating in church functions; her door was always open

to everyone and she never turned anyone away; and

WHEREAS, Frances Winfield attended Our Lady of Peace
Church, where she was an active member, serving for many years

in the choir and various leadership groups; and

WHEREAS, Frances Winfield was preceded in death by her
husbands, William Stewart and Edmond Winfield; her children,
Helen and Keith Stewart; her parents; and her siblings,

Barbara, Willa Mae, and Bernard Terry Jr.; and
