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AN ACT to anend the Illinois Vehicle Code by changing
Section 11-1414.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Illinois Vehicle Code is anended by

changi ng Section 11-1414 as foll ows:

Sec. 11-1414. Approaching, overtaking, and passing
school bus.

(a) The driver of a vehicle shall stop such vehicle
before neeting or overtaking, from either direction, any
school bus stopped for the purpose of recei vi ng or
di scharging pupils on a highway, on a roadway on school
property, or upon a private road wthin an area that 1is
covered by a contract or agreenent executed pursuant to
Section 11-209.1 of this Code. Such stop is required before
reaching the school bus when there is in operation on the
school bus the visual signals as specified in Sections 12-803
and 12-805 of this Code. The driver of the vehicle shall not
proceed until the school bus resunes notion or the driver of
the vehicle is signaled by the school bus driver to proceed
or the visual signals are no | onger actuated.

(b) The stop signal armrequired by Section 12-803 of
this Code shall be extended after the school bus has cone to
a conplete stop for the purpose of |oading or discharging
pupils and shall be cl osed before the school bus is placed in
notion again. The stop signal armshall not be extended at
any other tine.

(c) The alternately flashing red signal [|anps of an
8-lanp flashing signal systemrequired by Section 12-805 of

this Code shall be actuated after the school bus has cone to
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a conplete stop for the purpose of I|oading or discharging
pupils and shall be turned off before the school bus is
pl aced in notion again. The red signal |anps shall not be
actuated at any other tine except as provided in paragraph
(d) of this Section.

(d) The alternately flashing anber signal lanps of an
8-lanp flashing signal system required by Section 12-805 of
this Code shall be actuated continuously during not |ess than
the last 100 feet traveled by the school bus before stopping
for the purpose of |oading or discharging pupils within an
urban area and during not Iless than the last 200 feet
travel ed by the school bus outside an urban area. The anber
signal lanmps shall remain actuated until the school bus is
stopped. The anber signal |anps shall not be actuated at any
ot her tine.

(e) The driver of a vehicle upon a highway having 4 or
nmore lanes which permts at least 2 lanes of traffic to
travel in opposite directions need not stop such vehicle upon
meeting a school bus which is stopped in the opposing
roadway; and need not stop such vehicle when driving upon a
control | ed access hi ghway when passing a school bus traveling
in either direction that is stopped in a |loading zone
adjacent to the surfaced or inproved part of the controlled
access hi ghway where pedestrians are not permtted to cross.

(f) Beginning with the effective date of this amendatory
Act of 1985, the Secretary of State shall suspend for a
period of 3 nonths the driving privileges of any person
convicted of a violation of subsection (a) of this Section or
a simlar provision of a |ocal ordinance; the Secretary shal
suspend for a period of one year the driving privileges of
any person convicted of a second or subsequent viol ation of
subsection (a) of this Section or a simlar provision of a
| ocal ordinance if the second or subsequent violation occurs

within 5 years of a prior conviction for the sanme offense. In

addition to the suspensions authorized by this Section, any
person convicted of wviolating this Section or a simlar
provision of a local ordinance shall be subject to a
mandatory fine of $150 or, wupon a second or subsequent
violation, $500. The Secretary may also grant, for the
duration of any suspension issued under this subsection, a
restricted driving permt granting the privilege of driving a
motor vehicle between the driver's residence and pl ace of
enpl oyment or within other proper limts that the Secretary
of State shall find necessary to avoid any undue hardship. A
restricted driving permt issued hereunder shall be subject
to cancellation, revocation and suspension by the Secretary
of State in |ike manner and for |like cause as a driver's
license may be cancell ed, revoked or suspended; except that a
convi ction upon one or nore offenses against |aws or
ordi nances regul ating the novenent of traffic shall be deened
sufficient cause for t he revocati on, suspensi on or
cancellation of the restricted driving permt. The Secretary
of State may, as a condition to the issuance of a restricted
driving permt, require the applicant to participate in a
designated driver remedial or rehabilitative program Any
conviction for a violation of this subsection shall be
included as an offense for the purposes of determning
suspension action wunder any other provision of this Code,
provi ded however, that the penalties provided under this
subsection shall be inposed unless those penalties inposed
under other applicable provisions are greater.

The owner of any vehicle alleged to have violated
paragraph (a) of this Section shall, upon appropriate denmand
by the State's Attorney, or other authorized prosecutor, or

| aw enforcenent officer acting in response to a signed

conpl ai nt, provi de a witten statenment or deposition
identifying the operator of the vehicle if such operator was

not the owner at the tinme of the alleged violation. Failure
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to supply such information shall be construed to be the sane
as a violation of paragraph (a) and shall be subject to the
sane penalties herein provided. 1In the event the owner has
assigned control for the use of the vehicle to another, the
person to whom control was assigned shall conmply wth the
provisions of this paragraph and be subject to the sane
penal ti es as herein provided.

(g) A law enforcenent officer shall have the power to

issue a citation in response to a signed conpl ai nt concerni ng

a violation of subsection (a) of this Section or a sinilar

provi sion of a |ocal ordinance.
