everything after the enacting clause with the foll ow ng:

"Section 5. The Illinois Physical Therapy Act is anmended
by changing Sections 1 and 2 and adding Sections 0.05 and

14.1 as foll ows:

Sec. 0. 05. Legislative Intent. This Act is enacted for

the purpose of protecting the public health, safety, and

wel fare, and for providing for State adn nistrative control,

supervision, licensure, and requlation of the practice of

physical therapy. It is the legislature's intent that only

individuals who nmeet and nmmintain prescribed standards of

conpet ence and conduct nay engage in the practice of physical

therapy as authorized by this Act. This Act shall be

liberally construed to pronpte the public interest and to

acconpli sh the purpose stated herein. This Act does not

prohibit a person licensed under any other Act in this State

fromengaging in the practice for which he or she is

| i censed.

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Sec. 1. Definitions. As used in this Act:

(1) "Physical therapy" nmeans the eval uation or treatnent
of a person by the wuse of the effective properties of
physi cal neasures and heat, <cold, Ilight, water, radiant
ener gy, electricity, sound, and air; and the wuse of
t her apeuti ¢ massage, therapeutic exercise, nobilization, and
the rehabilitative procedures with or wthout assistive
devices for the purposes of preventing, correcting, or
alleviating a physical or nental disability, or pronoting
physi cal fitness and well-being. Physical therapy includes,
but is not limted to: (a) performance of specialized tests
and neasurenents, (b) adm nistration of specialized treatnent
procedures, (c) interpretation of referrals from physicians,
dentists and podiatrists, (d) establishnment, and nodification
of physical therapy treatnent prograns, (e) adm nistration of
t opi cal medi cation wused in generally accepted physical
t her apy procedures when such nedication is prescribed by the
patient's physician, licensed to practice nedicine in all its
br anches, the patient's physician licensed to practice
podiatric mnedicine, or the patient's dentist, and (f)
supervision or teaching of physical therapy. Physi cal
t her apy does not i ncl ude r adi ol ogy, el ectrosurgery,
chiropractic technique or determnation of a differential
di agnosi s; provided, however, the [imtation on determning a
differential diagnosis shall not in any mnner |imt a
physi cal therapist |licensed under this Act fromperform ng an
eval uation pursuant to such license. Nothing in this Section
shall limt a physical therapist from enploying appropriate
physi cal therapy techniques that he or she is educated and
licensed to perform A physical therapist shall refer to a
i censed physician, dentist, or podiatrist any patient whose
medi cal condition should, at the tinme of evaluation or
treatnent, be determned to be beyond the scope of practice

of the physical therapist.
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(2) "Physical therapist"” nmeans a person who practices
physi cal therapy and who has net all requirenments as provided
in this Act.

(3) "Departnent"” neans the Departnent of Professional
Regul at i on.

(4) "Director" neans the Director of Pr of essi onal
Regul at i on.

(5) "Commttee" neans the Physical Therapy Exam ni ng
Comm ttee approved by the Director.

(6) "Referral" for the purpose of this Act neans the
follow ng of guidance or direction to the physical therapist
given by the physician, dentist, or podiatrist who shal
mai nt ai n supervi sion of the patient.

(7) "Docunented current and rel evant diagnosis" for the
purpose of this Act neans a diagnosis, substantiated by
signature or oral verification of a physician, dentist, or
podi atrist, that a patient's condition is such that it my be
treated by physical therapy as defined in this Act, which
di agnosis shall remain in effect wuntil changed by the
physi ci an, dentist or podiatrist.

(8) "State" includes:

(a) The states of the United States of Anerica;
(b) District of Colunbia; or
(c) The Comonwealth of Puerto Rico.

(9) "Physical t her api st assistant” neans a person
licensed to assist a physical therapist and who has net al
requi renents as provided in this Act and who wor ks under the
supervision of a licensed physical therapist to assist in
i npl ementi ng the physical therapy treatnent program as
established by the |icensed physical therapist. The patient
care activities provided by the physical therapist assistant
shall not include the interpretation of referrals, evaluation
procedures, the planning of, or nmgjor nodifications of,

patient prograns.
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(10) "Physical therapy "aides" atde* neans any support

personnel a-person who have has received on the job training;

may be involved in providing physical therapist directed

support servi ces t hat may include patient-related or

nonpatient-rel ated duties;--but--whe--has--net--conpleted--an
appr oved- physt cal - t her apt st - asst st ant - pr ogr am

Sec. 2. Li censure requirenent; exenpt activities.
Practice without a license forbidden - exception. No person
shall after the date of August 31, 1965 begin to practice
physi cal therapy in this State or hold hinmself out as being
able to practice this profession, unless he is |licensed as
such in accordance with the provisions of this Act. After the
effective date of this anmendatory Act of 1990, no person
shall practice or hold hinself out as a physical therapist
assistant unless he is |icensed as such under this Act.

This Act does not prohibit:

(1) Any person licensed in this State under any
other Act fromengaging in the practice for which he is
| i censed.

(2) The practice of physical therapy by those
persons, practicing under the supervision of a |icensed
physi cal t her api st and who have net all of the
qualifications as provided in Sections 7, 8.1, and 9 of
this Act, wuntil the next examnation is given for
physi cal therapists or physical therapist assistants and
the results have been received by the Departnent and the
Department has determ ned the applicant's eligibility for
a license. Anyone failing to pass said exam nation shal
not again practice physical therapy until such tine as an

exam nation has been successfully passed by such person.
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(3) The practice of physical therapy for a period
not exceeding 6 nonths by a person who is in this State
on a tenporary basis to assist in a case of nedical
energency or to engage in a special physical therapy
project, and who neets the qualifications for a physical
therapist as set forth in Sections 7 and 8 of this Act
and is licensed in another state as a physical therapist.

(4) Practice of physical therapy by qual ified
persons who have filed for endorsenent for no | onger than
one year or until such tinme that notification of
| i censure has been granted or denied, whichever period of
time is | esser.

(5 One or nore licensed physical therapists from
formng a professional service corporation under the
provi sions of the "Professional Service Corporation Act",
approved Septenber 15, 1969, as now or hereafter anended,
and licensing such corporation for the practice of
physi cal therapy.

(6) Physical therapy aides fromperformng patient

care activities under t he direction and on-site

supervi sion of a |licensed physical therapist or |icensed

physi cal therapist assistant who is present in the

immediate area and who is involved in each treatnent

session in which a conponent of treatnent is directed to

a_ physical therapy aide. These-pattent-care-activities

shall-net-itnelude-interpretation-of-referral s;-evaluation
pr ocedur es; - t he- pl annt ng- of - or - - maj of - - rpdi ft eat t ons- - of ;
pat i ent - pr ogr ans:

(7) Physical Therapist Assistants from performng
patient care activities under the general supervision of
a |icensed physical therapist. The physical therapist
must maintain continual contact wth t he physi cal
t her api st assi st ant i ncl udi ng peri odic per sonal

supervision and instruction to insure the safety and
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wel fare of the patient.

(8) The practice of physical therapy by a physi cal
t herapy student or a physical therapist assistant student
under the on-site supervision of a |licensed physical
t her api st. The physical therapist shall be readily
available for direct supervision and instruction to
insure the safety and welfare of the patient.

(9) The practice of physical therapy as part of an
educational program by a physical therapist licensed in
anot her state or country for a period not to exceed 6
nont hs.

Sec. 14. 1. Continuing education renewal requirenments.

The Department shall pronulgate rules concerning continuing

education for persons licensed under this Act that require 40

hours of continui ng educati on per license renewal cycle for a

physical therapist and 20 hours of continuing education per

license renewal cycle for a physical therapi st assi stant. | n
establishing these rules, the Departnent shall consider
education required for the 2 cateqories of |licensees to

mai nt ai n current know edge and understanding of their

respective scope of practice, professional ethics, and

standards of care, as described in this Act, and in materi al

provi ded by r el evant pr of essi onal associ ati ons. The

Departnent shall also consider the educational requirenents

for board certification in physical therapy specialty areas,

requi renents for advanced clinical or acadenic degrees

related to physical therapy, requirenents for attaining

advanced skills specific to particular practice environnents

and patient popul ations, and the educati onal needs related to

speci al interest groups within the professions. These rules

shall assure that licensees are qgiven the opportunity to
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participate in those prograns sponsored by or through their

pr of essi onal associ ati ons, hospitals, or enployers and which

are relevant to their practice. These rules shall al so

address variances for illness or hardship. Each |icensee is

responsi bl e f or mai nt ai ni ng records of conpletion of

continuing educati on and shall be prepared to produce the

records when requested by the Departnent.
