Sec. 0. 05. Legi slative Intent. This Act is enacted for

the purpose of protecting the public health, safety, and

welfare, and for providing for State adnmi nistrative control,

supervision, licensure, and requlation of the practice of

physi cal therapy. It is the legislature's intent that only

i ndividuals who neet and nmintain prescribed standards of

conpet ence and conduct nay engage in the practice of physical

therapy as authorized by this Act. This Act shall be

liberally construed to pronbte the public interest and to

acconplish the purpose stated herein. Thi s Act does not

prohibit a person |licensed under any other Act inthis State

fromengaging in the practice for which he or she is |licensed

or fromdel egati ng services as provided for under that other

establishing these rules, the Departnent shall consider

education required for the 2 cateqories of licensees to

mai ntain current know edge and understandi ng of their

respective scope of practice, professional ethics, and

standards of care, as described in this Act, and in nmateri al

pr ovi ded by r el evant pr of essi onal associ ati ons. The

Departnent shall al so consider the educational requi renents

for board certification in physical therapy specialty areas,

requirenents for advanced clinical or acadenic deqr ees

related to physical therapy, requirenents for attaining

advanced skills specific to particular practice environnents

and patient popul ations, and the educati onal needs related to

special interest groups within the professions. These rules

shall assure that licensees are qiven the opportunity to

participate in those prograns sponsored by or through their

prof essi onal associ ations, hospitals, or enployers and which

are relevant to their practice. These rules shall also

address variances for illness or hardship. Each |icensee is

responsible for maintaining records of conpl eti on of

continuing education and shall be prepared to produce the

records when requested by the Departnent.
