(A) The Departnent of State Police shall have the

2. To exercise the rights, powers and duties which have
been vested in the Departnent of Public Safety by the State
Pol i ce Radi o Act.

3. To exercise the rights, powers and duties which have
been vested in the Departnent of Public Safety by the
Crimnal Identification Act.

4. To (a) investigate the origins, activities, personnel
and incidents of crinme and the ways and neans to redress the
victims of crimes, and study the inpact, if any, of
legislation relative to the effusion of crine and grow ng
crine rates, and enforce the crimnal Ilaws of this State
rel ated t heret o, (b) enforce all laws regulating the
production, sale, prescribing, manufacturing, adm nistering,
transporting, having 1in possession, dispensing, delivering,
di stributing, or use of controlled substances and cannabis,
(c) enpl oy skilled experts, scientists, technicians,
i nvestigators or otherw se specially qualified persons to aid
in preventing or detecting crinme, apprehending crimnals, or
preparing and presenting evidence of violations of the
crimnal |aws of the State, (d) cooperate with the police of
cities, villages and incorporated towns, and with the police
officers of any county, in enforcing the laws of the State
and in making arrests and recovering property, (e) apprehend
and deliver up any person charged in this State or any other
State of the United States with treason, felony, or other
crime, who has fled fromjustice and is found in this State,
and (f) conduct such other investigations as may be provided
by | aw. Persons exercising these powers within the Departnent
are conservators of the peace and as such have all the powers
possessed by policenmen in cities and sheriffs, except that

they nmay exercise such powers anywhere in the State in
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cooperation wth and after contact wth the local |[|aw
enf or cenent of ficials. Such persons may use false or
fictitious nanmes in the performance of their duties under
this paragraph, upon approval of the Director, and shall not
be subject to prosecution under the crimnal laws for such
use.

7. To provide, as may be required by | aw, assistance to
local |aw enforcenent agencies t hr ough (a) trai ni ng,
managenent and consultant services for |ocal | aw enforcenent
agencies, and (b) the pursuit of research and the publication
of studies pertaining to |ocal |aw enforcenent activities.

8. To exercise the rights, powers and duties which have
been vested in the Departnent of State Police and the
Director of the Departnent of State Police by the Narcotic
Control Division Abolition Act.

9. To exercise the rights, powers and duties which have
been vested in the Departnent of Public Safety by the
I1'linois Vehicle Code.

10. To exercise the rights, powers and duties which have
been vested in the Departnent of Public Safety by the Firearm
Omers ldentification Card Act.

11. To enforce and admnister such other laws in
relation to law enforcenent as may be vested in t he
Depart nent .

12. To transfer jurisdiction of any realty title to
which is held by the State of Illinois under the control of
t he Depart ment to any other departnent of the State
governnment or to the State Enpl oyees Housing Comm ssion, or

to acquire or accept Federal I|and, when such transfer,
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acqui sition or acceptance is advantageous to the State and is
approved in witing by the Governor.

13. Wth the witten approval of the Governor, to enter
into agreenents wth other departnments created by this Act,
for the furlough of inmates of the penitentiary to such other

For the purpose of participating in such research

puni shabl e as provided in Section 3-6-4 of the Unified Code
of Corrections.

funds, on vouchers signed by the Director.

16. To assist victinse and wtnesses in gang crine
prosecutions through the adm nistration of funds appropriated
fromthe Gang Violence Victine and Wtnesses Fund to the
Depart ment . Such funds shall be appropriated to the
Departnent and shall only be wused to assist victins and
W tnesses in gang crine prosecutions and such assistance may
i nclude any of the follow ng:

(a) tenporary living costs;

(b) noving expenses;

(c) closing costs on the sale of private residence;

(d) first nonth's rent;

(e) security deposits;

(f) apartnent |ocation assistance;

(g) other expenses which the Departnent considers

The Depart nent
shal | inplenent an automatic data exchange systemto conpil e,
to maintain and to make available to other |aw enforcenent
agencies for imedi ate di ssem nation data which can assist
appropriate agencies in recovering mssing persons and
provi de access by authorized entities to various dat a
repositories avail able through LEADS for crimnal justice and
related purposes. To assist the Departnent in this effort,
funds may be appropriated fromthe LEADS Mii nt enance Fund.
