Section 5. The Crimnal Code of 1961 is anmended by

(720 ILCS 5/17-5) (fromCh. 38, par. 17-5)

Sec. 17-5. Deceptive collection practices.

A collection agency as defined in the “Collection Agency
Act® or any enployee of the sueh collection agency conmts a
deceptive <collection practice when, wth the intent to
collect a debt owed to a person, corporation, or other
entity, he:

(a) represents falsely that he is an attorney, a
policeman, a sheriff or deputy sheriff, a bailiff, a county
clerk or enployee of a county clerk's office, or any other
person who by statute is authorized to enforce the | aw or any
order of a court; or

(b) while attenpting to collect an al | eged debt ,
m srepresents to the alleged debtor or to his imediate
famly the corporate, partnership or proprietary nanme or
other trade or business nane under which the debt collector
is engaging in debt <collections and which he is legally
aut hori zed to use; or

(c) while attenpting to collect an alleged debt, adds to
the debt any service charge, interest or penalty which he is
not entitled by law to add; or

(d) threatens to ruin, destroy, or otherwi se adversely
affect an alleged debtor's credit rating unless, at the sane
time, a disclosure is made in accordance wth federal |[|aw
that the alleged debtor has a right to inspect his credit

rating; or
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(e) accepts froman alleged debtor a paynent which he
knows is not owed.

The commi ssion of a deceptive collection practice is a
Busi ness O fense puni shable by a fine not to exceed $3, 000.
