Section 5. The Illinois Public Aid Code is anended by

Sec. 11-26.1. Drug Uilization Review.

(a) The Illinois Departnment shall, wthin the tine
frames nmandated by federal law, inplement a Drug Utilization
Revi ew Program (DUR), designed to decrease overutilization of
drugs through both prospective and retrospective utilization
review. The Illinois Departnent shall determ ne the content

of the DUR by rule. Prescriptions filled or refilled under

subsection (b) of Section 12-4.25d are not subject to the

DUR.

(b) The Illinois Departnment may inplenment this Section
as added by this anmendatory Act of 1991 through the use of
energency rules in accordance with the provisions of Section
5.02 of the Illinois Admnistrative Procedure Act. For
purposes of the Illinois Adm nistrative Procedure Act, the
adoption of rules to inplenent this Section as added by this
anmendatory Act of 1991 shall be deened an energency and

necessary for the public interest, safety and wel fare.

(a) A pharmacy must conply wth subsection (b) as a

condition of participation in the nedical assistance program
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under Article V.

(b) If a person requests that a pharmacy fill or refil

a valid prescription for a prescription drug and also

presents the pharmacy with satisfactory proof that the person

for whom the prescription is witten i s a Medi car e

beneficiary or a beneficiary of pharmaceutical assistance

under the Senior Citizens and Di sabl ed Persons Property Tax

Relief and Pharnaceutical Assistance Act, the pharnacy nmay

not charge a price for filling or refilling the prescription

that exceeds the sumof the foll ow ng:

(1) The pharmacy's reinbursenent rate for the

prescription drug established by the Illinois Department

and applicable to prescriptions filled or refilled for

reci pients of nedical assistance under Article V.

(2) An ampbunt set by the Illinois Departnent to

cover the pharnmacy's costs relating to the sendi ng or

recei pt of electronic transn ssions between the pharnmacy

and the Illinois Departnent concerning reinbursenent

rates descri bed under paragraph (1).

The price restrictions described in this subsection do

not apply to non-prescription or over-the-counter nedications

or to conpounded prescriptions as defined in the Pharnacy

Practice Act of 1987

(c) The Illinois Departnent shall establish a nechani sm

to calculate and transnit to pharnacies the nmaxinum prices

that the pharmacies nay charge for filling and refilling

prescriptions for prescription drugs under subsection (b).

(d) Prescriptions filled or refilled under subsection

(b) are not subject to the 1llinois Departnent's Drug

Utilization Review Program under Section 11-26.1

(e) The 1llinois Departnment shall nonitor pharmaci es

conpliance with this Section and shall submt a report

concerning that conpliance to the General Assenbly by April 1

of each vear. The report shall include, but need not be
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limted to, i nformati on concerni ng phar maci es t hat

discontinue their participation in the nedical assistance

program under Article V and the reasons given by those

pharmaci es for discontinuing their participation.

(f) The Illinois Departrment shall conduct a study of its

pharmacy reinbursement rates under Article V, including the

cost of providing prescription drugs and services. The

I1linois Departnent shall report its findings to the General

Assenbly by January 1, 2003.

(g) The [llinois Departnent shall provide consuner

information to all Medicare beneficiaries who reside in this

State and to all beneficiaries of pharnaceutical assistance

under the Senior Citizens and Di sabl ed Persons Property Tax

Relief and Pharnaceutical Assistance Act. The information

must include a description of the prescription drug discount

benefit available wunder subsection (b), instructions for

obtaining the benefit, and prescription dr ug price

i nformati on to ensure that prescription drug discount

beneficiaries are aware of the nmaxi mum pri ces that pharnaci es

may charge for prescription drugs under subsection (b). The

Il1linois Depart ment shal | provide this information by

appropriate neans, including the Internet.

(h) The Illinois Department shall execute interagency

agreenents with the Departnent on Aging and the Departnent of

Revenue as necessary to inplenent subsection (q). The

agreenents shall include provisions for assisting persons

entitled to the prescription drug discount benefit under

subsection (b) in obtaining that benefit.

(i) If <coverage of prescription drugs is added to the

benefits avail able under the Medicare program the 1llinois

Departnment shall promptly report that fact to the Ceneral

Assenbl v. It is the General Assenbly's intent that under

those circunstances the CGeneral Assenbly shall evaluate the

continued inplenentation of this Section.
