The el ectors, elected under this Article as-aferesaid, shal

nmeet at the office of the Secretary of State in a roomto be

designated by the Secretary himin the Capitol at Springfield

inthis State, at the time appointed by the laws of the
United States at the hour of ten o' clock in the forenoon of
that sweh day, and give their votes for President and for
Vice-President of the United States, in the manner heretn

provided in this Article, and perform such duties as are or

may be required by law. Each elector shall receive
rei nbursenent for every-20-mtes necessary travel, | odging,
neal s, and related expenses in going to the seat of

government to give his or _her vote and returning to his or

her residence and otherwi se performng the official duties of

an elector, as provided in the rules established by the

Secretary of State's Travel Control Board te-be--econputed--by

the--ppst--usual--route;--the--sum-of--$3, to be paid on the

warrant of the State Conptroller, out of funds appropriated

to the Secretary of State for travel any--napney-tn-the

tFeasury- not - ot herwt se- approprtated, and any person appoi nt ed
by the electors assenbled to fill a vacancy shall also

receive the reinbursenent eonpensation provided for electors

appoi nt ed.
