conplaint or providing the information.

(b) No attorney or paral egal enpl oyed by the Conm ssi on,

acting within the scope of his or her enploynent or contract,

nor any person or entity enpl oying, super vi si ng, assi sting,

or contracting for the services of any attorney or paral eqgal

enpl oyed by the Commission, is liable for any danmages in

tort, contract, or otherwise, in which the plaintiff seeks

danmages by reason of legal or professional mal practi ce,

except for willful and wanton m sconduct.
