Be it enacted by the People of the State of |Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The 1llinois Pronotion Act is anmended by

changing Section 5 as foll ows:

(20 ILCS 665/5) (from Ch. 127, par. 200-25)

Sec. 5. The Departnment is authorized to nake grants to
Illinois counties, nunicipalities and | ocal pronotion groups
and to assist such counties, nunicipalities and | ocal
pronotion groups in their pronotional activities.

Bef ore any such gr ant may be nade the county,
muni ci pality or |local pronotion group, pursuant to an order
resolution, ordinance or other appropriate action of its
governi ng body, nust nmake application to the Departnent for
such grant, setting forth the studies, surveys and
i nvestigations proposed to be made and other pronotional
activities proposed to be undertaken. The application shal
further state, wunder oath or affirmation, wth evidence
thereof satisfactory to the Departnment, the amount of funds
held by, commtted to or subscribed to, and proposed to be
expended by, the applicant for the purposes herein described
and the amount of the grant for which application is made.

The Departnent shall nmake grants from funds transferred
into the Tourism Pronotion Fund under subsection (1) of
Section 4a to match funds appropriated or otherw se allocated
by counties, municipalities and |local pronotion gr oups
subsequent to the effective date of this Act. The Departnent
shall nmake grants from funds transferred into the Tourism
Pronoti on Fund under subsection (1) of Section 4a only to
mat ch funds from sources in the private sector
