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Act of the 92nd CGeneral Assenbly and before January 1, 2007,

and shal | not limt the wuse or supply of nmanufactured

commpdities or qgoods purchased or |eased by the State of

Illinois before the effective date of this anendatory Act of

the 92nd CGeneral Assenbly.
