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AN ACT in relation to public health.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Illinois Food, Drug and Cosnetic Act is
anended by changing Sections 21 and 22.4 and addi ng Secti ons
21.3 and 21.4 as follows:

(410 ILCS 620/21) (fromCh. 56 1/2, par. 521)

Sec. 21. Enf or cenent of Act.

(a) The authority to promulgate regulations for the
efficient enforcement of this Act is vested in the Director.
The Director is authorized to make t he regul ati ons
promul gated under this Act conform in so far as practicable,
wi th those pronul gated under the Federal Act.

(b) Hearings authorized or required by this Act shall be
conducted by the Director or an officer, agent or enployee
desi gnated by him

(c) Al pesticide chemcal regulations and supplenents
thereto or revisions thereof adopted under authority of the
Federal Food, Drug and Cosnetic Act are the pesticide
chemcal regulations in this State, except insofar as
nodified or rejected by regulations for finished foods
promul gated by the Director.

(d) Al f ood additive regulations and supplenents
thereto or revisions thereof adopted under authority of the
Federal Food, Drug and Cosnetic Act are the food additive
regulations in this State, except insofar as nodified or
rejected by regul ati ons pronul gated by the Director.

(e) Al color additive regulations and supplenents
thereto or revisions thereof adopted under authority of the
Federal Food, Drug and Cosnetic Act are the color additive

regulations in this State, except insofar as nodified or
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rejected by regul ations pronul gated by the Director.

(f) Al special dietary use regul ati ons and suppl enents
thereto or revisions thereof adopted under authority of the
Federal Food, Drug and Cosnetic Act are the special dietary
use regulations in this State, except insofar as nodified or
rejected by regul ations pronul gated by the Director.

(g) Al bottl ed wat er and vended wat er device
regul ati ons and supplenments thereto or revisions thereof
adopted wunder the authority of the Federal Food, Drug and
Cosnetic Act are the bottled water and vended water device
regulations in this State except insofar as nodified or
rejected by regul ations pronul gated by the Director.

(h) Al infant forrmula regulations and suppl enent s
thereto or revisions thereof adopted under the authority of
the Federal Food, Drug and Cosnetic Act are the infant
formula regulations in this State except insofar as nodified
or rejected by regulations pronulgated by the Director.

(1) Al f ood, drug, devi ce and cosnetic Good
Manuf acturi ng Practices Regul ations and supplenents thereto
or revisions thereof adopted under the authority of Federal
Food, Drug and Cosnetic Act are the food, drug, device and
cosnetic Good Manufacturing Practices Regulations in this
State, except insofar as nodified or rejected by regulations
pronmul gated by the Director.

(j) A federal regulation automatically adopted pursuant
to this Act takes effect in this State on the date it becones
effective as a Federal regulation. No publication or hearing
is required. The Director shall pronmulgate all other proposed
regulations in conpliance with the requirenents of The
II'linois Adm nistrative Procedure Act.

(k) On and after January 1, 2003, all federal

requl ati ons concerni ng food and suppl enents, or revisions to

the requl ations adopted wunder the authority of the Federal

Food, Drug and Cosnetic Act, including 21 CF.R 70 through
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699, are the requlations concerning food in this State,

except as nodified or rejected by rules adopted by the

Di rector.

(1) O and after January 1, 2003, the Departnent may

establish and assess civil nmonetary penalties against a

license holder for violations of this Act or reqgul ati ons

adopted under this Act. Before assessing a penalty, the

Departnent nust give the alleged violator an opportunity to

request an adnministrative hearing on the matter of the

all eged violation. In no circunstances nay any penalty

exceed $1, 000 per day for each day the |license hol der renmnins

in violation. Al penalties collected under this Act shal

be deposited into the Food and Drug Safety Fund. The

Attorney CGeneral may bring a civil action in the circuit

court to enforce the collection of a penalty inposed under

this subsection

Sec. 21.3. Food manufacturers, processors, packers, and

war ehouses: pernts and i nspections.

(a) It i s unlawful for any person to establish,

mai ntain, conduct, or operate a food manufacturer, processor,

packer, or warehouse wthin this State wi t hout first

obtaining a permit fromthe Departnent.

Permts shall expire on Septenber 30 of each year

unl ess revoked by the Departnent for nonconpliance wth the

rules adopted wunder this Act or discontinuation of the

facility's operation.

Applications for original permts or renewals shall be

made on forns furni shed by the Departnent and shall incl ude

at least the foll ow ng:

(1) The nane and address of the applicant, or the

nanes and addresses of the partners if the applicant is
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a partnership, or the nanes and addresses of the officers

if the applicant is a corporation, or the nanes and

addresses of all persons having a financial interest in

the applicant if the applicant is a group of individuals,

associ ation, or trust:; and

(2) The nane of the food nmanufacturer, processor,

packer or warehouse, location, mailing address, and

t el ephone nunber.

An initial, non-refundable fee of $100 nust be subm tted

to the Departnent with the application for a 1|icense. Each

annual r enewal application must be submtted with a

non-r ef undabl e $100 fee, except that each facility with a

license that has been expired for nore than 90 days nust pay

a non-refundabl e $150 fee for renewal of the |icense. Al |

fees collected shall be deposited into the Food and Drug

Saf ety Fund.

Those food nmanufacturers, pr ocessors, packers, or

war ehouses perntted by the Departnent under Section 21.2 of

this Act or under the Gade A Pasteurized MIk and MKk

Products Act or by the lllinois Departnent of Agriculture

under the Meat and Poultry Inspection Act or the Illinois Eqgg

and Egg Products Act are exenpt fromthe pernit fees in this

Section, but not fromother provisions of this Act.

The Departnment is authorized, upon request and the

non-r ef undabl e paynent of $10 per certificate, to issue

certificates of free sale, health certificates, or an

equivalent, to Illinois food, dairy, drug, cosnetic, or
medi cal device manufacturers, pr ocessors, packers, or
war ehousers. Al fees collected shall be deposited into the

Food and Drug Safety Fund.

The Departnment shall i ssue an Il1inois shel |l fi sh

certificate, upon request, to shellfish firns in conpliance

with the Interstate Shellfish Sanitati on Conference.

(b) Every Illinois food nanufacturer, processor, packer,
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or war ehouse shall be inspected by the Departnent at a

frequency that is necessary to ensure conpliance with this

Act.

(c) This Section applies on and after January 1, 2003.

Sec. 21.4. Units of |ocal governnment: hone rule.

(a) The requlation, permtting, and i nspection of food

manuf acturers, processors, packers, warehouses, manufactured

dairy farns, manuf act ur ed dairy pl ant s, bul k mlk

haul er - sanpl er s, bul k mlk pi ckup t anks, certified

pasteuri zer sealers, and nanufactured dairy products, but not

i ncluding food service establishnents and retail food stores,

are exclusive powers and functions of the State. A hone rule

unit nmay not requlate these entities. This Sectionis a

denial and limtation of hone rule powers and functi ons under

subsection (h) of Section 6 of Article VI of the |I1llinois

Consti tuti on.

(b) This Section applies on and after January 1, 2003.

Sec. 22.4. Food and Drug Safety Fund. There is created in
the State Treasury a special fund to be known as the Food and
Drug Safety Fund. All subscription, fine, and permt fees,

certificate fees, and other noneys col |l ected by t he

Department of Public Health under this Act shall be deposited
into the Fund. Subject to appropriation by the General
Assenbl y, noneys deposited into this Fund shall be nade
available to the Departnent of Public Health to adm nister
t he- br ug- Produet - Sel ectt on- Program or - -for--ot her Depart nent
activities related to food safety, drug safety, mlk safety,
or drug product selection. Al interest that accrues on the
moneys in the Fund shall be deposited into the Fund.
