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AN ACT concerni ng environnental protection.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of |Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Environnental Protection Act is anmended

by changi ng Section 22 as foll ows:

(415 ILCS 5/22) (fromCh. 111 1/2, par. 1022)

Sec. 22. Reqgul ati ons. In accord with Title VIl of this

Act, the Board may adopt regulations to pronote the purposes
of this Title. Wthout Ilimting the generality of this
authority, such regul ations nay anong other things prescribe
the fol |l ow ng:

(a) Standards for the location, design, construction,
sanitation, operation, maintenance, and di scontinuance of the
operation of refuse collection and disposal, storage and
treatment sites and facilities and resource conservation and
recovery sites and facilities;

(b) Standards for the dunping of any refuse, and
standards for the handling, storing, processing, transporting
and di sposal of any hazardous waste;

(c) Requirenents and standards for the keeping of
records and the reporting and retaining of data collected by
gener at or s, processors, storers, transporters, handlers,
treaters, and di sposers of special or hazardous waste;

(d) Requirenents and standards for equi pnment and
procedures for nonitoring contam nant discharges at their
source, the collection of sanples and the col l ection,
reporting and retention of data resulting from such
noni t ori ng;

(e) Alert and abatenent standards relative to I|and
pol l uti on emergencies constituting an acute danger to health

or to the environnent;
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(f) Requirenents and standards for adequate and proper
care and nmaintenance of, closure of, and post - cl osure
nmoni toring, maintenance and use of hazardous waste di sposal
sites;

(g Requirenments to prohibit the disposal of certain

hazar dous wast es in sanitary landfills where, after
regul atory proceedings held in conformance with Title VIl of
this Act, it 1is determned by the Board that the |long term

i npacts to public health and the environnent are such that
land burial should not be allowed and where an econom cally
reasonabl e, technically feasible and environmentally sound
alternative is available for processing, recycling, fixation
or neutralization of such wast es. The agency shal
participate in all such proceedings. No such prohibition may
becone effective unless a specific alternative technol ogy
meeting the criteria of this subsection is identified by the
Board. Nothing in this subsection shall prohibit the |and
burial of any hazardous waste which is the subject of review
under this subsection until such time as a final prohibition
order is issued by the Board.
