Upon the filing of a verified petition in such court, the
court may issue a tenporary restraining order, wthout notice
or bond, and may prelimnarily and permanently enjoin such
violation, and if it 1is established that such person has
violated or is violating the injunction, the Court may punish
the offender for contenpt of court.

(c)e) \VWhenever in the opinion of the Departnent any
person not licensed in good standing under this Act violates
