The State Board of Elections is authorized to wthdraw
its approval of a voting system if the system fails to
fulfill the above requirenents.

No vendor, person or other entity may sell, |ease or |oan
a voting system or voting system conponent to any el ection
jurisdiction unless the voting system or voting system
conponent is first approved by the State Board of Elections
pursuant to this Section.
