whet her presently existing or hereafter acquired, within the
State Park System

"Bonds" shall nean the revenue bonds issued by the
Comm ssion pursuant to this Act in an aggregate principal
amount of not to exceed $9, 000,000 at any one tine.

"Project" shal | mean, in whole or in part, the
acquisition of | and, bui | di ngs, t he acqui sition or
construction or reconstruction of any buildings, piers, docks
or other works, including installation of |ighting, heating,
sanitary and water facilities, together wth incidental
appr oaches, structures, f ur ni shi ngs, equi pnent and
facilities, reasonably necessary and wuseful in order to
provi de and maintain existing, new or inproved recreational
facilities.

"Cost of project” shall enbrace the cost of all |abor,
mat eri al s, machi nery and equi pnent, |ands, property, rights,
easenents and franchises, financing charges, interest prior
to and during construction and for 12 nonths after the
estimated date of conpletion of construction, cost of plans
and specifications, surveys and estimates of cost and of
revenues, cost of architectural, engineering, trustees' and
| egal services, and all other expenses necessary or incident
to placing the project in operation or necessary or incident

to determining the feasibility or practicability of such
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project, admnistrative expense and such other expenses as
may be necessary or incident to the issuance, sale and
delivery of the bonds herein authorized.
