(c) In the second judicial district, 8 6 appellate court
judges shall be elected. In the third judicial district, 6
appellate court judges shall be elected. In the fourth
judicial district, 7 6 appellate court judges shall be
elected. The 2 additional fourth district appellate court
j udgeshi ps authorized by this anendatory Act of 1993 shall be
initially filled by election at the general election in 1994.

a popul ati on of 270,000 or nore inhabitants, according to the
| ast preceding federal census and in the circuit where the
seat of State government is situated at the tinme fixed by |aw
for the nom nation of judges of the GCrcuit Court in such
circuit and in any circuit which neets the requirenents set
out in Section 2a of this Act, 4 «circuit judges shall Dbe
elected in the manner provided by law. |In circuits other
t han Cook County in which each county in the circuit has a
popul ation of 475,000 or nore, 4 circuit judges shall be
elected in addition to the 4 circuit judges provided for in
this Section.

One of the 3 additional circuit judgeshi ps authorized by
this anmendatory Act 1in circuits other than Cook County in
whi ch each county in the circuit has a popul ation of 475,000
or nore may be filled when this Act becones |law. The 2
remai ning circuit judgeships in such circuits shall not be

filled until on or after July 1, 1977. Upon the authorization

of any additional judgeships pursuant to this Section, the

vacanci es in those judgeshi ps shall be imediately filled by

the Supreme Court as provided in subsection (c) of Section 12

of Article VI of the Illinois Constitution.

The General Assenbly

shall create the subcircuits by |law on or before January 1,

2003, using popul ation data as determ ned by the 2000 federal

census.

(b) The Supr ene Court shall allot (i) 3 of the

addi ti onal judgeships created in the twelfth <circuit based

upon the 2000 federal census as provided in this Act, which

may be filled by appoi ntnent by the Suprene Court until the

gener al election in 2004, (ii) all vacancies in resident

j udgeshi ps existing on or occurring on or after the effective

date of this amendatory Act of the 92nd General Assenbly and

not filled at the 2002 general el ecti on, and (iii) the

resi dent judgeships filled at the 2002 qgeneral election as

those judgeshi ps thereafter becone vacant, for election from

the various subcircuits until there is one resident judge to

be elected fromeach of the 5 subcircuits.

The General Assenbly

shall <create the subcircuits by |law on or before January 1,

2003, using popul ation data as determ ned by the 2000 federal

census.

(b) The eighteenth circuit shall have 3 additional

resi dent judgeships for a total of 5 resident |udgeships.

The 3 addi ti onal resident judgeships created by this

anendatory Act of the 92nd General Assenbly shall each be

filled by election beginning at the general election in 2004.

The 3 addi ti onal resident judgeships created by this

anendatory Act of the 92nd General Assenbly shall be filled

by appointnent by the Suprene Court until the 2004 general

el ecti on.

(c) The Suprene Court shall allot (i) the additional 3

resident judgeships created by this anendatory Act of the

92nd General Assenbly, (ii) all vacancies in r esi dent

j udgeshi ps existing on or occurring on or after the effective

date of this amendatory Act of the 92nd General Assenbly and

not filled at the 2002 general election, with respect to the

Once a resident judgeship is

assigned to a subcircuit, it shall continue to be assigned to

that subcircuit for all purposes.

(e) A resident judge of a subcircuit nust reside in the

subcircuit and nust continue to reside in that subcircuit as

Il ong as he or she holds that office.

(f) Vacancies in resident judgeshi ps of the eighteenth

circuit shall be filled in the manner provided in Article VI

of the Illinois Constitution.

Sec. 2f-3. Ni neteenth circuit; subcircuits; additional
judges.

(a) The nineteenth circuit shall be divided into 6
subcircuits. The subcircuits shall be conpact, contiguous,

and substantially equal in population. The CGeneral Assenbly

shall <create the subcircuits by |law on or before January 1,

2003, using popul ation data as determ ned by the 2000 federal

census.

(b) The nineteenth «circuit shall have 4 additional

resi dent judgeships for a total of 13 resident |udgeshi ps.

The 4 addi ti onal resident judgeships created by this

anendatory Act of the 92nd General Assenbly shall each be

filled by election beginning at the general election in 2004.

The 4 addi ti onal resident judgeships created by this

anendatory Act of the 92nd General Assenbly shall be filled

by appointnent by the Suprene Court until the 2004 gener al

el ecti on.
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(c) The Suprene Court shall allot (i) the additional 4

resident judgeships created by this anendatory Act of the

92nd General Assenbly, (ii) all vacancies in r esi dent

j udgeshi ps existing on or occurring on or after the effective

date of this amendatory Act of the 92nd General Assenbly and

not filled at the 2002 general election, with respect to the

other resident judgeships of the nineteenth circuit, and

(iii) the resident judgeships of the nineteenth circuit

filled at the 2002 ogeneral election as those judgeships

thereafter becone vacant, for election from the wvarious

subcircuits wuntil there are 2 resident judges to be el ected

fromeach of 5 subcircuits and 3 resident judges to be

el ected fromone subcircuit.

(d) As soon as possible after the subcircuits are

created by law, the Suprene Court shall deternmine by lot a

nunerical order for the 6 subcircuits. That nunerical order

shall be the basis for the order in which resident judgeships

are assigned to the subcircuits. After the first round of

assi gnnents, the second and all later rounds shall be based

on the sane nunerical order. Once a resident judgeship is

assigned to a subcircuit, it shall continue to be assigned to

that subcircuit for all purposes.

(e) A resident judge of a subcircuit nust reside in the

subcircuit and nust continue to reside in that subcircuit as

l ong as he or she holds that office.

(f) Vacancies in resident judgeships of the nineteenth

circuit shall be filled in the manner provided in Article VI

of the Illinois Constitution.

Sec. 2f-4. Additional judges.

(a) In addition to the nunber of judges otherw se

authori zed by this Act, there shall be one additional judge

in the fourteenth circuit who shall be elected at | arqge.
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(b) In addition to the nunber of judges otherw se

authorized by this Act, there shall be one additional judge

in the twentieth circuit who shall be a resident of and

elected fromSt. dair County.

(¢) In addition to the nunber of judges otherw se

authorized by this Act, there shall be one additional judge

in the third circuit who shall be a resident of and el ected

from Madi son County.

(d) In addition to the nunber of judges otherw se

authori zed by this Act, there shall be 2 additional judges in

the seventeenth circuit who shall be elected at | arge.

(e) In addition to the nunber of judges otherw se

authorized by this Act, there shall be one additional judge

in the thirteenth circuit who shall be elected at | arqge.

(f) In addition to the nunber of judges otherw se

Section 15. The Judicial Vacancies Act is anmended by

changing Section 2 as foll ows:

(705 I'LCS 40/2) (fromCh. 37, par. 72.42)
Sec. 2. (a) Except as provided in paragraphs (1), (2),

(3), and (4), and (5) of this subsection (a), vacancies in
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the office of a resident circuit judge in any county or in

any unit or subcircuit of any circuit shall not be filled.

(1) If in any county of less than 45,000
i nhabitants there remains in office no other resident
judge follow ng the occurrence of a vacancy, such vacancy
shal | be filled.

(2) If in any county of 45,000 or nore but |ess
t han 60, 000 i nhabitants there renmains in office only one
resident judge followng the occurrence of a vacancy,
such vacancy shall be fill ed.

(3) If in any county of 60,000 or nore inhabitants,

ot her than the County of Cook or as provided in paragraph

(5), there remain in office no nore than 2 resident
judges following the occurrence of a vacancy, such
vacancy shall be filled.

(4) The County of Cook shall have 165 resident
judges on and after the effective date of this anmendatory
Act of 1990. O those resident judgeships, (i) 56 shal
be those authorized before the effective date of this
anendatory Act of 1990 fromthe unit of the Crcuit of
Cook County wthin Chicago, (ii) 27 shall be those
aut hori zed before the effective date of this anendatory
Act of 1990 fromthe unit of the Crcuit of Cook County
outside Chicago, (iii) 12 shall be additional resident
judgeships first elected at the general electionin
Novenmber of 1992, (iv) 10 shall be additional resident
judgeships first elected at the general election in
Novenmber of 1994, and (v) 60 shall be additional resident
j udgeshi ps to be authorized one each for each reduction
upon vacancy in the office of associate judge in the
Crcuit of Cook County as those vacanci es exist or occur
on and after the effective date of this anendatory Act of
1990 and as those vacancies are determ ned under

Seven of the 12 additional resident
j udgeshi ps provided in item (iii) my be filled by
appointnment by the Suprenme Court during the period
begi nning on the effective date of this anmendatory Act of
1990 and ending 60 days before the primary election in
March of 1992; those judicial appointees shall serve
until the first Monday in Decenber of 1992. Five of the
12 additional resident judgeships provided initem (iii)
may be filled by appoi ntnent by the Suprenme Court during
the period beginning July 1, 1991 and ending 60 days
before the primary election in Mirch of 1992; those
judicial appointees shall serve until the first Monday in
Decenber of 1992. Five of the 10 additional resident
judgeships provided in item (iv) my be filled by
appointnment by the Suprenme Court during the period
beginning July 1, 1992 and ending 60 days before the
primary election in Mirch of 1994; those judicial
appoi ntees shall serve until the first Monday in Decenber
of 1994. The remaining 5 of the 10 additional resident
j udgeships provided in item (iv) my be filled by
appointnment by the Suprenme Court during the period
beginning July 1, 1993 and ending 60 days before the
primry election in Mrch of 1994; those judicial
appoi ntees shall serve until the first Monday in Decenber
1994. The additional resident judgeships created upon
vacancy in the office of associate judge provided in item
(v) may be filled by appointnment by the Suprene Court
begi nning on the effective date of this anmendatory Act of
1990; but no additional resident judgeships created upon
vacancy in the office of associate judge provided in item
(v) shall be filled during the 59 day period before the
next primary election to nom nate judges. The Crcuit of

Cook County shall be divided into units to be known as
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subcircuits as provided in Section 2f of +the Grcuit
Courts Act. A vacancy in the office of resident judge of
the Grcuit of Cook County existing on or occurring on or
after the effective date of this anendatory Act of 1990,
but before the date the subcircuits are created by |[aw,
shall be filled by appointnent by the Supreme Court from
the unit wthin Chicago or the unit outside Chicago, as
the case nay be, in which the vacancy occurs and filled
by election fromthe subcircuit to which it 1is allotted
under Section 2f of the Crcuit Courts Act. A vacancy in
the office of resident judge of the Grcuit of Cook
County existing on or occurring on or after the date the
subcircuits are created by law shall be filled by
appoi ntnent by the Suprene Court and by election fromthe
subcircuit to which it is allotted under Section 2f of
the Crcuit Courts Act.

(5) Resident judges in the twelfth, eighteenth, and

ni neteenth judicial circuits are as provided in Sections

2f-1, 2f-2, and 2f-3 of the Grcuit Courts Act.

(b) Nothing in paragraphs (2) or (3) of subsection (a)
of this Section shall be construed to require or permt in
any county a greater nunber of resident judges than there
were resident associate judges on January 1, 1967.

(c) Vacancies authorized to be filled by this Section 2
shall be filled in the manner provided in Article VI of the
Constitution.

(d) A person appointed to fill a vacancy in the office
of circuit judge shall be, at the tinme of appointnent, a
resident of the subcircuit from which the person whose
vacancy is being filled was elected if the vacancy occurred

inacircuit divided into subcircuits ©€oek--County. If a

vacancy in the office of circuit judge occurred in a circuit

not divided into subcircuits ether-than-Cook- County, a person

appointed to fill the wvacancy shall be, at +the tine of
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appointnent, a resident of the circuit fromwhich the person
whose vacancy is being filled was elected. Except as

provided in Sections 2f-1, 2f - 2, and 2f-3 of the Crcuit

Courts Act, if a vacancy occurred in the office of a resident

circuit judge, a person appointed to fill the wvacancy shal
be, at the tine of appointnent, a resident of the county from
whi ch the person whose vacancy is being filled was el ected.

Sec. 2.5. Additional judges.

(a) In addition to the maxinum nunber of associate

judges authorized by this Act, there shall be one additional

associate judge in the fourth judicial circuit.

(b) In addition to the maxinum nunber of associate

judges authorized by law, there shall be 6 additional

associate judges in the circuit of Cook County.

Section 99. Effective date. This Act takes effect upon

becom ng | aw. ".
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
