Sec. 1. Definitions. As used in this Act, unl ess the

cont ext ot herw se requires: "Detection of Decepti on
Exam nation", hereinafter referred to as "Exam nation" nmeans
any exam nation in which a device or instrunent is wused to
test or question individuals for the purpose of eval uating
t rut hf ul ness or untrut hful ness.

"Exam ner" neans any person |icensed under this Act.

"Person" includes any natural per son, partnership,
associ ation, corporation or trust.

"Depart nent" nmeans t he Departnent of Professional
Regul ation of the State of Illinois.

"Director” nmeans the Director of Professional Regulation
of the State of Illinois.

Sec. 7. 2. Det ecti on of Decepti on Exam ners Act

Coor di nat or. The Director shall appoint a Detection of

Decepti on Exaniners Act Coordinator to assist the Departnment

in the admnistration of this Act. The Detection of

Deception Exanminers Act Coordinator shall be a person

licensed under this Act and shall have no |l ess than 10 years

of experience as an Illinois licensed Detection of Deception

Exam ner. The Det ecti on of Decepti on Exam ners Act

Coordi nator shall perform such adm nistrative functions on a

full or part-tine basis as may be del egated to himor her by

the Director, including, but not linmted to, revision of the

i censing exam nati on and review of the training and

qualifications of applicants froma jurisdiction outside of

I11inois.

VWhenever the Director is satisfied that substanti al

justice has not been done in an exani nation, he nmay order a

re-exam nation by the sane or other exanm ners.

Sec. 7.3. Appointnent of a Hearing Oficer. The
Director has the authority to appoint an attorney, |licensed
to practice lawin the State of Illinois, to serve as a

Hearing Oficer in any action for refusal to i ssue or renew a

license or to discipline a license. The Hearing Oficer has

full authority to conduct the hearingq. The appoi nt ed

Detection of Deception Coordinator may attend hearings and

advi se the Hearing Oficer on technical mtters involving

Det ecti on of Deception exam nations.

Sec. 11. Qualifications for licensure as an exanmner. A

person is qualified to receive a |icense as an exam ner:
A Who establishes that he is a person of good noral
character; and

B. Who has passed an examnation approved by the

superviston; to determne his conpetency to obtain a |license
to practice as an exam ner; and

C. W has had conferred upon himan academ c degree, at
the Dbaccalaureate level, from an accredited college or
uni versity; and

D. Who has satisfactorily conpleted 6 nonths of study in
detection of deception, as prescribed by rule.

Conviction of a m sdeneanor involving noral turpitude or
a felony may be considered, but shall not be determ native,
in determning whether an applicant is of good nor al
character.

Sec. 17. Conplaints; investigations. The Departnent may
upon its own notion and shall, upon the verified conplaint in
witing of any person setting forth facts which if proved
woul d constitute grounds for refusal, suspensi on or
revocation of a license wunder this Act, investigate the
actions of any applicant or ef any person or persons hol ding
or claimng to hold a license. The Departnent shall, before
refusing to i ssue and before suspension or revocation of a
license, at Jleast 30 days prior to the date set for the
hearing, notify in witing the applicant for, or holder of, a
| icense of the nature of the charges and that a hearing wll
be held on the date designated. The Departnment shall direct

the applicant or licensee to file a witten answer wth te
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the Departnent Beard under oath wthin 20 days after the
service of the notice and informthe applicant or |icensee
that failure to file an answer will result in default being
t aken agai nst the applicant or licensee and that the |I|icense
or certificate may be suspended, revoked, placed on
probationary status, or other disciplinary action may be
taken, including limting the scope, nature or extent of
practice, as the Director may deem proper. In case the person
fails to file an answer after receiving notice, his or her
license or certificate my, in the discretion of the
Departnent, be suspended, revoked, or placed on probationary
status, or the Departnent may take whatever disciplinary
action deened proper, including limting the scope, nature,
or extent of the person's practice or the inposition of a
fine, wthout a hearing, if the act or acts char ged
constitute sufficient grounds for such action under this Act.
The hearing shall determ ne whether the applicant or hol der,
hereinafter called the respondent is privileged to hold a
license, and shall afford the respondent an opportunity to be
heard in person or by counsel in reference thereto. Witten
notice may be served by delivery of the sane personally to
the respondent at the address of his last notification to the
Department. At the tinme and place fixed in the notice, the
Departnent Conmittee shall proceed to hear the charges and

both the respondent and Departnent eonplatnant shall be
accorded anpl e opportunity to present in person or by counsel
such statenents, testinony, evidence and argunent as may be
pertinent to the charges or to their defense. The Departnent
Connittee may continue the hearing fromtime to tinme. tf--the

Commtttee report. The Departnent, at its expense, shal

provide a stenographer to take down the testinony and
preserve a record of all proceedings at the hearing of any
case involving the refusal to issue or the suspension or
revocation of a license. The notice of hearing, conplaint and
all other docunents in the nature of pleadings and witten
not i ons filed in the proceedings, the transcript of

testinmony, the report of the Hearing Oficer Commttee and

orders of the Departnent shall be the records of the
proceedi ngs. The Departnent shall furnish a transcript of the
record to any person or persons interested in the hearing
upon the paynent of the fee required under Section 2105-115
of the Departnment of Professional Regulation Law (20 ILCS
2105/ 2105- 115) .

At the conclusion of the hearing, the Hearing Oficer

shal | make findings of fact, conclusions of law, and

recommendati ons, separately stated, and subnit them to the

Director and to all parties to the proceedi ng.

The Hearing Oficer's findings of fact, concl usi ons of

|l aw, and recommendati ons shall be served upon the licensee in

a sinmlar fashion as service of the notice of formal charges.

Wthin 20 days after the service, any party to the proceedi ng

may present to the Director a notion, in witing, specifying

the particul ar grounds for a rehearing.

The Director, followwng the tine allowd for filing a

noti on for rehearing, shal | review the Hearing Oficer's

findings of fact, conclusions of |aw, and recommendati ons and

any subsequent !y filed notions. After review of the

information, the Director my hear oral argunents and

thereafter shall issue the order. The report of findings of
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fact, conclusions of |aw, and reconmendations of the Hearing

Oficer shall be the basis for the Departnent's order. | f

the Director finds that substantial justice was not done, the

Director may issue an order in contravention of the Hearing

Oficer's reconmendat i ons. The Director shall pronptly

provide a witten explanation to all parties to t he

Sec. 24. | njunctions; cease and desist orders. |If any

person violates a the provision of this Act, the Director
may, in the name of the People of the State of Illinois,
through the Attorney General of the State of Illinois, apply,
inthe circuit court, for an order enjoining such violation
or for an order enforcing conpliance with this Act. Upon the
filing of a wverified conplaint in such court, the court or
any judge thereof, if satisfied by affidavit or otherw se
that such person has violated this Act, may enter a tenporary
restraining order or prelimnary injunction, wthout notice
or bond, enjoining such continued violation, and if it 1is
established that such person has violated or is violating
this Act, the Court may sunmarily try and puni sh the of fender
for contenpt of court. Proceedings under this section shal
be in addition to, and not in lieu of, all other renedies and
penal ties provided by this Act.

The Departnment may conduct hearings and i ssue cease and
desist orders wth respect to persons who engage in
activities prohibited by this Act. Any person in violation
of a cease and desist order entered by the Departnent shal

be subject to all of the renedies provided by |law and, in
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addition, shall be subject to a civil penalty payable to the
party injured by the violation in an amount up to $10, 000.

If, after termnation
or denial, the person seeks a license or certificate, he or
she shall apply to the Departnment for restoration or issuance
of the license or certificate and pay all fees and fines due
to the Departnent. The Departnent may establish a fee for the
processing of an application for restoration of a |license or
certificate to pay all expenses of processi ng this
application. The Director may wai ve the fines due under this
Section in individual cases where the Director finds that the
fines woul d be unreasonabl e or unnecessarily burdensone.
