Sec. 1. Except as provided in Section 2, attorneys at

| aw shall have a lien upon all clainms, demands and causes of
action, including all clainms for unliquidated damages, which
may be placed in their hands by their <clients for suit or
col l ection, or upon which suit or action has been instituted,
for the anmount of any fee which may have been agreed upon by
and between such attorneys and their <clients, or, in the
absence of such agreenent, for a reasonable fee, for the
services of such suits, clainms, demands or causes of action,
pl us costs and expenses. To enforce such lien, such
attorneys shall serve notice in witing, which service nay be
made by registered or certified mail, upon the party against
whom their clients may have such suits, clains or causes of
action, claimng such lien and stating therein the interest
t hey have in such suits, clainms, demands or causes of action.
Such lien shall attach to any verdict, judgnment or order
entered and to any noney or property which nay be recovered,
on account of such suits, clainms, demands or causes of
action, fromand after the tinme of service of the notice. On
petition filed by such attorneys or their clients any court
of conpetent jurisdiction shall, on not |less than 5 days'
notice to the adverse party, adjudicate the rights of the
parties and enforce the |ien.

(a) Inthis Section, "tobacco settlenent agreenent” neans

the Master Settlenent Agreenent in the case of People of the

State of Illinois v. Philip Morris et al. (Crcuit Court of

Cook County, No. 96-113146). The termalso includes any

settlenent with or judgnent against a tobacco pr oduct

manuf acturer not participating in that Mster Settl enent

Agreenent, if the settlenent or judgnent is in satisfaction

of a released claim as that termis defined in the Master

Settl enent Agreenent.

(b) This Act does not apply to any claim denmand, cause

of action, or action that results in a tobacco settl enent

agreenent. A lienis not created under this Act for the

whol e or any part of the anobunt of any fee that nmay have been

agreed upon by and between an attorney and his or her client

with respect to such a claim denmand, cause of action, or

action, regardless of whether a notice clainng such a lien

is served before, on, or after the effective date of this

anendatory Act of the 92nd CGeneral Assenbly. A lien does not

attach under this Act to any settlenent or judgnent that is

the subject of a tobacco settlenent agreenent, nor does a

lien attach under this Act to any noney or property recovered

pursuant to such a settlenent or judgnent, regardl ess of

whet her a notice claimng such a lien is served before, on,

or after the effective date of this anendatory Act of the

92nd General Assenbly.
