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AN ACT in relation to the Metropolitan Water Reclamation

District.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Metropolitan Water Reclamation District

Act is anmended by changi ng Section 4 as foll ows:

(70 I1LCS 2605/4) (from Ch. 42, par. 323)

Sec. 4. Board; officers; powers.

(a) The conmm ssioners elected under this Act constitute
a board of commi ssioners for the district by which they are
el ected, which board of commssioners is the corporate
authority of the sanitary district, and, in addition to al
ot her powers specified in this Act, shall establish the
policies and goals of the sanitary district. The general
superintendent, in addition to all other powers specified in
this Act, shall nmnage and control all the affairs and
property of the sanitary district and shall regularly report
to the Board of Commssioners on the activities of the
sanitary district in executing the policies and goal s
established by the board. At the regularly schedul ed neeting
of odd nunbered vyears followng the induction of new
conmi ssioners the board of comnm ssioners shall elect fromits
own nunber a president and a vice-president to serve in the
absence of the president, and the chairman of the commttee
on finance. The board shall provide by rule when a vacancy
occurs in the office of the president, vice-president, or the
chairman of the commttee on finance and the manner of
filling such vacancy.

(b) The board shall appoint fromoutside its own nunber
t he general superintendent and treasurer for the district.

The general superintendent nmust be a resident of the
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sanitary district and a citizen of the United States. He
must be sel ected solely upon his adm nistrative and techni cal
qual i fications and wi t hout regard to his political
affiliations.

In the event of illness or other prolonged absence, death
or resignation creating a vacancy in the office of the
gener al superi nt endent, or treasurer, t he board of
comm ssioners may appoint an acting officer fromoutside its
own nunber, to performthe duties and responsibilities of the
office during the termof the absence or vacancy.

(c) The general superintendent, wth the advice and
consent of the board of comm ssioners, shall appoint the
chi ef engi neer, chief of maintenance and operations, director

of personnel, purchasing agent, clerk, attorney, director of

research and developnent, and director of i nformation
t echnol ogy. These constitute the heads of the Departnent of
Engi neeri ng, Mai nt enance and Oper at i ons, Per sonnel ,

Purchasi ng, Finance, Law, Research and Developnent, and
I nfformati on Technol ogy, respectively. No other departnents
or heads of departnents may be created w thout subsequent
anendnent to this Act. Al such departnent heads are under
the direct supervision of the general superintendent.

The director of personnel nust be qualified under Section
4.2a of this Act.

The purchasi ng agent nust be selected in accordance wth
Section 11.16 of this Act.

In the event of illness or other prolonged absence, death
or resignation creating a vacancy in the office of chief

engi neer, chief of maintenance and operations, director of

personnel, purchasing agent, clerk, attorney, director of
research and devel opnent, or di rector of i nformation
technol ogy, the general superintendent shall appoint an

acting officer to performthe duties and responsibilities of

the office during the termof the absence or vacancy. Any
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such officers appointed in an acting capacity are under the
di rect supervision of the general superintendent.

Al'l appointive officers and acting officers shall give
bond as may be required by the board.

(d) The gener al superi nt endent treasurer, acting
general superintendent and acting treasurer hold their
offices at the pleasure of the board of comm ssioners.

The acting chief engineer, acting chief of maintenance
and operations, acting purchasing agent, acting director of
personnel, acting clerk, acting attorney, acting director of
research and devel opnent, and acting director of information
technology hold their offices at the pleasure of the general
superi nt endent .

The chi ef engineer, chief of nmaintenance and operations,
director of personnel, purchasing agent, clerk, attorney,
director of research and developnent, and director of
information technology may be renoved fromoffice for cause
by the general superintendent. Prior to renoval, such
officers are entitled to a public hearing before the general
superintendent at which hearing they nmay be represented by
counsel. Before the hearing, the general superintendent
shall notify the board of comm ssioners of the date, tine,
pl ace and nature of the hearing.

(e) In addition to the attorney appointed by the general
superintendent, the board of comm ssioners may appoint from
outside its own nunber an attorney, or retain counsel, to
advi se the board of comm ssioners with respect to its powers
and duties and with respect to | egal questions and matters of
policy for which the board of comm ssioners is responsible.

(f) The gener al superi nt endent IS t he chi ef
admnistrative officer of the district, has supervision over
and is responsible for all admnistrative and operational
matters of the sanitary district including the duties of al

enpl oyees which are not otherw se designated by law, and is
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the appointing authority as specified in Section 4.11 of this
Act .

(gq) The-board;-through-the-budget-proecess;-shalt-fix-the
conpensation--of--all--the--offtcers--and--enployees--of--the
santtary-distriet: Any incunbent of the office of president
may appoint an adm nistrative aide which appoi ntnent remains
in force during his incunbency unless revoked by t he
presi dent .

(h) The board, through the budget process, shall fix the

conpensation of all the officers and enployees of the

sanitary district.

(i) The annual salaries of the officers of the board

shall be as foll ows:

The annual salary of the president of the board of

comm ssi oners shall be $50,000 until the election in January,

2001; begi nning with the election in January, 2001, it shal

be $60, 000; and beqginning with the election in January, 2003,

it shall be $60,000 plus the annual cost of |iving adjustnent

specified in this subsection.

specified in this subsection.

The annual salary of the chairman of the comrittee on

finance shall be $45,000 until the election in January, 2001;

$55, 000; and beqgi nning with the election in January, 2003, it

shal |l be $55,000 plus the annual cost of |iving adjustnent

specified in this subsection.

The annual cost of living adjustnent shall be a
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per cent age increase in salary equal to the percentage

increase, if any, in the cost of living index known as the

"Enpl oynent Cost | ndex, Wages and Sal aries, by Occupati on and

Adnmini stration", as published by the United States Department

of Labor, Bureau of Labor Statistics, for the 12 npnths

ending with the nonth of June preceding the January i n which

the adjustnent is to take effect. The annual cost of living

adjustnent shall take effect January 1, except that the

actual salary paid to any person holding office as an officer

or other nenber of the board on the effective date of this

anendatory Act of the 92nd General Assenbly shall not include

the annual cost of living adjustnent until the expiration of

that termas an officer or other nenber of the board.

(1) The board of comm ssioners has full power to pass
all necessary ordinances, orders, rules, resolutions and
regul ations for the proper managenent and conduct of the
business of the board of comm ssioners and the corporation
and for carrying into effect the object for which the
sanitary district is forned. Al ordinances, orders, rules,
resolutions and regulations passed by t he board of
comm ssioners nust, before they take effect, be approved by
the president of the board of conm ssioners. |If he approves
thereof, he shall sign them and such as he does not approve
he shall return to the board of commssioners with his
objections in witing at the next regular neeting of the
board of conm ssioners occurring after the passage thereof.
Such vet o may extend to any one or nore itenms or
appropriations contained in any or di nance maki ng an
appropriation, or to the entire ordinance. I f the veto
extends to a part of such ordinance, the residue takes
effect. If the president of such board of comm ssioners
fails to return any ordi nance, order, rule, resolution or

regulation wth his objections thereto in the tine required,
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he is deemed to have approved it, and it takes effect
accordingly. Upon the return of any ordi nance, order, rule,
resolution, or regulation by the president, the vote by which
it was passed nust be reconsidered by the board of
comm ssioners, and if upon such reconsideration two-thirds of
all the nenbers agree by yeas and nays to pass it, it takes
effect notwithstanding the president's refusal to approve
t her eof .

(k) It is the policy of this State that all powers
granted, either expressly or by necessary inplication, by
this Act or any other Illinois statute to the District may be
exerci sed by t he District notwithstanding effects on
conpetition. It is the intention of the General Assenbly
that the "State action exenption' to the application of
federal antitrust statutes be fully available to the District
to the extent its activities are authorized by |law as stated
her ei n.
