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AN ACT concerni ng county officers.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Counties Code is anended by changing

Section 4-2001 as foll ows:

(55 ILCS 5/4-2001) (from Ch. 34, par. 4-2001)

Sec. 4-2001. State's attorney salaries.

(a) There shall be allowed to the several state's
attorneys in this State, except the state's attorney of Cook
County, the follow ng annual sal ary:

(1) Subject to paragraph (5), to each state's
attorney in counties containing | ess t han 10, 000
i nhabi tants, $40,500 wuntil Decenber 31, 1988, $45, 500
until June 30, 1994, and $55,500 thereafter or as set by
t he Conpensation Revi ew Board, whichever is greater.

(2) Subject to paragraph (5), to each state's
attorney in counties cont ai ni ng 10, 000 or nore
i nhabi tants but less than 20,000 inhabitants, $46,500
until Decenber 31, 1988, $61,500 until June 30, 1994, and
$71,500 thereafter or as set by the Conpensation Review
Board, whichever is greater.

(3) Subject to paragraph (5), to each state's
attorney in counties containing 20,000 or nore but |ess
t han 30, 000 i nhabitants, $51,000 until Decenber 31, 1988,
$65, 000 until June 30, 1994, and $75,000 thereafter or as
set by the Conpensation Review Board, whichever is
greater.

(4) To each state's attorney in counties of 30,000
or nore inhabitants, $65,500 wuntil Decenber 31, 1988,
$80, 000 until June 30, 1994, and $96, 837 thereafter or as

set by the Conpensation Review Board, whichever is
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greater.

(5) Effective Decenber 1, 2000, to each state's

attorney in counties containing fewer t han 30, 000

i nhabitants, the sanme salary plus any cost of |iving

adjustnents as authorized by the Conpensation Review

Board to take effect after January 1, 1999, for state's

attorneys in counties containing 20,000 or nore but fewer

t han 30, 000 i nhabitants, or as set by the Conpensation

Revi ew Board whi chever is greater.

The State shall furnish 66 2/3% of the total annual
conpensation to be paid to each state's attorney in Illinois
based on the salary in effect on Decenber 31, 1988, and 100%
of the increases in salary taking effect after Decenber 31,
1988.

Said anpunts furnished by the State shall be payable
monthly fromthe state treasury to the county in which each
state's attorney is el ected.

Each county shall be required to furnish 33 1/3% of the
total annual conpensation to be paid to each state's attorney
inlllinois based on the salary in effect on Decenber 31,
1988.

(b) Effective Decenber 1, 2000, no state's attorney may
engage in the private practice of |aw However, until
Novenmber 30, 2000, (i) the state's attorneys in counties
containing fewer than 10,000 inhabitants may engage in the
practice of law, and (ii) in any county between 10,000 and
30, 000 inhabitants or in any county containing 30,000 or nore
i nhabi tants which reached that population between 1970 and
Decenber 31, 1981, the state's attorney may declare his or
her intention to engage in the private practice of law, and
may do so through no | ater than Novenber 30, 2000, by filing
a witten declaration of intent to engage in the private
practice of law wth the county clerk. The declaration of

intention shall be irrevocable during the remainder of the
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term of office. The declaration shall be filed with the
county clerk wthin 30 days of certification of election or
appointnment, or wthin 60 days of March 15, 1989, whichever
is later. In that event the annual salary of such state's
attorney shall be as foll ows:

(1) In counties cont ai ni ng 10, 000 or nor e
i nhabitants but less than 20,000 inhabitants, $46,500
until Decenber 31, 1988, $51,500 until June 30, 1994, and
$61, 500 thereafter or as set by the Conpensation Review
Board, whichever s greater. The State shall furnish
100% of the increases taking effect after Decenber 31,
1988.

(2) In counties cont ai ni ng 20, 000 or nor e
i nhabitants but less than 30,000 inhabitants, and in
counties containing 30,000 or nore inhabitants which
reached said population between 1970 and Decenber 31,
1981, $51,500 until Decenber 31, 1988, $56,000 until June
30, 1994, and $65,000 thereafter or as set by the
Conmpensation Review Board, whichever 1is greater. The
State shall furnish 100% of the increases taking effect
after Decenber 31, 1988.

(c) In counties where a state nental health institution
as hereinafter defined, is |ocated, one assistant state's
attorney shall receive for his services, payable nonthly from
the state treasury to the county in which he is appointed,
the fol |l ow ng:

(1) To each assistant state's attorney in counties
containing less than 10,000 inhabitants, the sum of
$2, 500 per annum

(2) To each assistant state's attorney in counties
cont ai ning not |less than 10,000 i nhabitants and not nore
t han 20, 000 i nhabitants, the sum of $3,500 per annum

(3) To each assistant state's attorney in counties

cont ai ning not |ess than 20,000 inhabitants and not nore
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t han 30, 000 i nhabitants, the sum of $4,000 per annum

(4) To each assistant state's attorney in counties
cont ai ning not |ess than 30,000 inhabitants and not nore
t han 40, 000 i nhabitants, the sum of $4,500 per annum

(5 To each assistant state's attorney in counties
cont ai ning not |ess than 40,000 inhabitants and not nore
t han 70, 000 i nhabitants, the sum of $5,000 per annum

(6) To each assistant state's attorney in counties
cont ai ning not |less than 70,000 inhabitants and not nore
t han 1, 000, 000 i nhabitants, the sum of $6, 000 per annum
(d) The population of all counties for the purpose of

fixing salaries as herein provided shall be based upon the
| ast Federal census imrediately previous to the appoi ntnment
of an assistant state's attorney in each county.

(e) At the request of the county governing authority, in
counties where one or nore state correctional institutions,
as hereinafter defined, are |ocated, one or nore assistant
state's attorneys shall receive for their services, provided
that such services are perforned in connection with the state
correctional institution, payable nonthly from the state
treasury to the county in which they are appointed, the
fol | ow ng:

(1) $22,000 for each assistant state's attorney in
counties with one or nore State correctional institutions
with a total average daily inmate popul ation in excess of
2,000, on the basis of 2 assistant state's attorneys when
the total average daily innmate popul ati on exceeds 2,000
but is |l ess than 4,000; and 3 assistant state's attorneys
when such popul ati on exceeds 4,000; with rei nbursenent to
be based on actual services rendered.

(2) $15,000 per year for one assistant state's
attorney in counties having one or nore correctional
institutions with a total average daily inmate popul ation

of between 750 and 2,000 inmates, with rei nbursenent to
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be based on actual services rendered.

(3) A maxi mum of $12,000 per year for one assistant
state's attorney in counties having less than 750
i nmat es, with reinbursenent to be based on actual
servi ces render ed.

Upon application of the county governing authority
and certification of the State's Attorney, the D rector
of Corrections may, in his discretion and subject to
appropriation, I ncrease t he anount of sal ary
rei nbursenent to a county in t he event speci al
circunstances require the county to incur extraordinary
sal ary expenditures as a result of services perforned in
connection wth State correctional institutions in that
county.

In determ ning whether or not to increase the anount of
salary reinbursenent, the Drector shall consider, anong
other matters:

(1) the nature of the services rendered;

(2) the results or dispositions obtained,

(3) whether or not the county was required to
enploy additional attorney personnel as a direct result
of the services actually rendered in connection with a
particular service to a State correctional institution.
(f) In counties where a State senior institution of

hi gher education is |ocated, the assistant state's attorneys
specified by this Section shall receive for their services,
payable nonthly fromthe State treasury to the county in
whi ch appointed, the foll ow ng:

(1) $14,000 per year each for enploynent on a ful
time basis for 2 assistant state's attorneys in counties
having a State wuniversity or State universities with
conbined full time enrollnment of nore than 15, 000
st udent s.

(2) $7,200 per vyear for one assistant state's
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attorney with no limtation on other practice in counties

having a State wuniversity or State universities with

conmbined full time enrollnment of 10,000 to 15, 000

st udent s.

(3) $4,000 per year for one assistant state's
attorney with no limtation on other practice in counties
having a State wuniversity or State universities with
conbined full time enrollnment of |ess than 10, 000
st udent s.

Such salaries shall be paid to the state's attorney and
the assistant state's attorney in equal nonthly installnments
by such county out of the county treasury provided that the
State of Illinois shall reinburse each county nonthly from
the state treasury the amount of such salary. This Section
shal |l not prevent the paynent of such additional conpensation
to the state's attorney or assistant state's attorney of any
county, out of the treasury of that county as nmay be provi ded
by | aw.

(g) For purposes of this Section, "State nental health
institution” means any institution under the jurisdiction of
the Departnment of Human Services that is listed in Section 4
of the Mental Heal t h and Devel opnent al Disabilities
Adm ni strative Act.

For pur poses of this Section, "State correctional
institution® neans any facility of the Depart ment of
Corrections including adult facilities, juvenile facilities,
pre-rel ease centers, comrunity correction centers, and work
canps.

For purposes of this Section, "State university" nmeans

the University of Illinois, Southern 1llinois University,
Chi cago State University, Eastern Illinois University,
Governors State University, Illinois State Uni versity,
Nor t heastern I11inois Uni versity, Nor t her n I11inois

University, Wstern Illinois University, and any public
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community college which has established a program  of
interinstitutional cooperation with one of the foregoing
institutions whereby a student, after earning an associate
degree fromthe community coll ege, pursues a course of study
at the community coll ege canpus leading to a baccal aureate
degree from the foregoing institution (also known as a "2
Plus 2" degree progran)

(h) A nunber of assistant state's attorneys shall be
appointed in each county that chooses to participate, as
provided in this subsection, for t he prosecution of
al cohol -related traffic offenses. Each county shall receive
nonthly annualtly a subsidy for paynent of the salaries and
benefits of these assistant state's attorneys from State
funds appropriated to the county for that purpose. The
anopunts of subsidies provided by this subsection shall be
adjusted for inflation each July 1 using the Consunmer Price
| ndex of the Bureau of Labor Statistics of the U S
Departnent of Labor.

When a county chooses to participate in the subsidy
program described in this subsection (h), the nunber of
assi st ant state's attorneys who are prosecuti ng
al cohol -related traffic offenses nust increase according to
the subsidy provided in this subsection. These appoi nted
assistant state's attorneys shall be in addition to any other
assistant state's attorneys assigned to those cases on the
effective date of this anmendatory Act of the 91lst Cenera
Assenbl y, and may not replace those assistant state's
attorneys. In counties where the state's attorney is the
sole prosecutor, this subsidy shall be used to provide an
assistant state's attorney to prosecute al cohol -rel ated
traffic offenses along wth the state's attorney. I n
counties where the state's attorney is the sole prosecutor,
and in counties where a judge presides over cases involving a

variety of msdeneanors, including alcohol-related traffic
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matters, assistant state's attorneys appointed and subsi di zed
by this subsection (h) nmay also prosecute the different
m sdeneanor cases at the direction of the state's attorney.
Assi stant state's attorneys shall be appointed under this
subsection in the foll owi ng nunber and counties shall receive
the foll ow ng annual subsi dies:
(1) In counties with fewer than 30,000 inhabitants,
one at $35, 000.
(2) In counties with 30,000 or nore but fewer than
100, 000 i nhabitants, one at $45, 000.
(3) In counties with 100,000 or nore but fewer than
300, 000 i nhabitants, 2 at $45, 000 each.
(4) In counties, other than Cook County, wth
300,000 or nore inhabitants, 4 at $50, 000 each.

The anpunts appropriated wunder this Section nust be

seqr eqgat ed by popul ati on classification and di sbursed

If in any year the anopunt appropriated for the purposes
of this subsection (h) 1is insufficient to pay all of the
subsidies specified in this subsecti on, t he anount

appropriated shall first be prorated by the population

classifications of this subsection (h) and then anong the

counties choosing to participate within each of t hose

cl assifications. I|f any of the appropriated noneys for each

popul ation classification renmain at the end of a fiscal year,

the renmni nder of the npneys may be allocated to participating

counties that were not fully funded during the course of the

yvear. Nothing in this subsection prohibits 2 or nore State's

attorneys from conbining their subsidies to appoint a joint

assistant State's attorney to prosecute al cohol -rel at ed

traffic offenses in nultiple counties. Nothing in this

subsection prohibits a State's attorney from appointing an

assistant State's attorney by contract or otherw se.
