Sec. 4-411. Failure to renpve property froma State

hi ghway. The failure of any person or entity to renove froma

State hi ghway any property that had been pl aced there by the

person or entity in connection with a road inmprovenent

project, within a reasonable tine after the person or entity

has ceased to work on the project, is a business offense

puni shable by a fine of not nore than $2,500. The offense is

commtted when (i) the entity has received witten notice

fromthe Departnent that an offense punishable by a fine of

up to $2,500 per day would be commtted if the property was

not renopved in 15 days and (ii) the property has not been

renoved as of 15 days after the date the witten notice was

received. A separate offense, punishable by a separate fine,

is conmmtted each day the property remains on the hi ghway

after the 15-day notice period has el apsed.
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
