Every private and
14 public hospital shall, upon the request of any patient who
15 has been treated in such hospital and after his or her
16 di scharge therefrom permt the patient, his or her physician
17 or authorized attorney to examne the hospital records,
18 including but not Ilimted to the history, bedside notes,
19 charts, pictures and plates, kept in connection wth the
20 treatnent of such patient, and permt copies of such records
21 to be made by him or her or his or her physician or
22 authorized attorney. A request for copies exantnatteon of the
23 records shall be in witing and shall be delivered to the
24 adm ni strator of such hospital. The hospital shall be
25 rei nbursed by the person requesting copies of records at _the
26 time of such copying for all reasonabl e expenses, including
27 the costs of independent copy service conpanies, incurred by
28 the hospital in connection with such copying not to exceed a
29 $20 handling charge for processing the request for_ copies,

from mcrofiche or mcrofilm, and actual shipping costs.

These rates shall be automatically adjusted as set forth in

Section 8-2006. The hospital may, however, charge for the

reasonable cost of all duplication of record material or

information that cannot routinely be copied or duplicated on

a standard comrerci al photocopy machine such as x-ray filns

or pictures.

The requirements of this Section shall be satisfied
within 60 days of the receipt of a request by a patient, for
his or her physician, authorized attorney, or own person.

Failure to conply with the tinme limt requirenment of this
Section shall subject the denying party to expenses and
reasonabl e attorneys' fees incurred in connection wth any
court ordered enforcenent of the provisions of this Section.

Phystetan-s Records of physicians and ot her

health <care practitioners. In this Section, "practitioner"

means any health care practitioner other than a physician,

clinical psychol oqgist, or clinical social worker.

Every physician and practitioner shall, upon the request

of any patient who has been treated by such physician or

practitioner, permt such patient's physician, practitioner,

or authorized attorney to examne and copy the patient's
records, including but not limted to those relating to the
di agnosi s, treatnent, prognosis, history, charts, pictures
and plates, Kkept in connection with the treatnent of such

patient. Such request for examning and copying of the
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records shall be in witing and shall be delivered to such

physician or practitioner. Such witten request shall be

conplied with by the physician or practitioner within a

reasonable tine after receipt by himor her at his or her
office or any other place designated by himor her. The

physician or practitioner shall be reinbursed by the person

requesting such records at the tinme of such exant natt en- of

copying, for all reasonable expenses, including the costs of

i ndependent copy service conpanies, incurred by the physician

or practitioner in connection wth such exam natton--eor

copying not to exceed a $20 handling charge for processing

the request for copies, and 75 cents per page for the first

through 25th pages, 50 cents per page for the 26th through

50t h pages, and 25 cents per page for all pages in excess of

50 (except that the charge shall not exceed $1.25 per page

for any copies nmade frommcrofiche or mcrofilm, and actual

shi pping costs. These rates shall be automatically adjusted

as set forth in Section 8-2006.

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Sec. 8-2004. Records of «clinical psychologists and
clinical soci al wor ker s. Except where the clinical
psychol ogi st or clinical social worker consents, records of a
clinical psychologist or clinical social worker regulated in
this State, relating to psychol ogi cal services or social work
services, shall not be examned or copied by a patient,
unl ess otherw se ordered by the court for good cause shown.
For the purpose of obtaining records, the patient or his or
her authorized agent may apply to the circuit court of the
county in which the patient resides or the county in which
the clinical psychologist or clinical social worker resides.
The clinical psychologist or clinical social worker shall be
rei mbursed by the person requesting the records at the tinme
of the exantnatton-eof copying, for all reasonabl e expenses,

including the costs of independent copy service conpanies,

incurred by the clinical psychologist or clinical social
wor ker in connection with the exant natien-ef copying, not to

exceed a $20 handling charge for processing the request for

copies, and 75 cents per page for the first through 25th

pages, 50 cents per page for the 26th through 50th pages, and

25 cents per page for all pages in excess of 50 (except that

t he charge shall not exceed $1.25 per page for any copies

made from mcrofiche or mcrofilm, and actual shipping

costs. These rates shall be automatically adjusted as set

forth in Section 8-2006.

This Section applies

only if aclient and his or her authorized attorney have
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conmplied with all applicable 1eqgal requirenents reqgardi ng

exam nation and copying of client files, including but not

limted to satisfaction of expenses and attorney retaining

Upon the request of a client, an attorney shall permt

the client's authorized attorney to exam ne and copy the

records Kkept by the attorney in connection with t he

representation of the client, with the exception of attorney

wor K product. The request for exan nation and copying of the

records shall be in witing and shall be delivered to the

attorney. Wthin a reasonable tine after the attorney

receives the witten request, the attorney shall comply wth

the witten request at his or her office or any other place

desi gnated by himor her. At the tine of copying, the person

requesting the records shall reinmburse the attorney for al

reasonabl e expenses, including the costs of independent copy

service conpanies, incurred by the attorney in connection

with the copying not to exceed a $20 handli ng charge for

processi ng the request for copies, and 75 cents per page for

the first through 25th pages, 50 cents per page for the 26th

t hrough 50th pages, and 25 cents per page for all pages in

excess of 50 (except that the charge shall not exceed $1.25

per page for any copies nade frommcrofiche or mcrofilm,

and actual shipping costs. These rates shall be automatically

adjusted as set forth in Section 8-2006. The attorney nay,

however, charge for the reasonable cost of all duplication of

record materi al or information that cannot routinely be

copied or duplicated on a standard commercial photocopy

machi ne such as pi ctures.

An attorney shall satisfy the requirenents of this

Section within 60 days after he or she receives a request

froma client or his or her authorized attorney. An attorney

who fails to conmply with the tine limt requirenent of this

Section shall be required to pay expenses and reasonable
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attorney's fees incurred in connection with any court-ordered

enforcenent of the requirenents of this Section.

Begi nning in 2003, every January 20, the copying fee limts

established in Sections 8-2001, 8-2003, 8-2004, and 8-2005

shall autonmatically be increased or decreased, as applicabl e,

by a percentage equal to the percentage change in the

consuner price index-u during the preceding 12-nonth cal endar

vear. "Consuner price index-u" neans the index published by

the Bureau of Labor Statistics of the Uni t ed St at es

Departnment of Labor that neasures the average change in

prices of goods and services purchased by al ur ban

CONsSuners, United States city average, all itens, 1982-84 =

100. The new anopunt resulting from each annual adjustment

shal | be deternined by the Conptroller and nmade available to

the public on January 20 of every year.
