From appropriations fromthe Assistance to the Honeless
Fund, a special fund in the State treasury, which is hereby
created, provide grants to not-for-profit organizations for
t he purpose of providing assistance to honel ess persons.

Grants, gifts, and |egacies for enploynment and training
prograns for public assistance clients shall be deposited
into the Enploynent and Training Fund.

Gants, qgifts, donations, and leqgacies for functions

connected with the adnmnistration of any nedical pr ogr am

adm nistered by the |Illinois Departnent shall be deposited

into the Public Aid Medi cal Progranms Speci al Pur poses Trust
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Fund created under Section 12-10.5.

Any grant, qi ft,

donation, or Jlegacy of noney or securities t hat t he

Departnent of Public Ad is authorized to receive under

Section 12-4.18 or Section 12-4.19, and that is dedi cated for

functions connected with the adm nistration of any nedical

program adninistered by the Departnent, shall be deposited

into the Fund. All federal nopneys received by the Departnent

as rei nbursenent for disbursenents authorized to be nmade from

the Fund shall al so be deposited into the Fund.

(b) No npneys received from a service provider or a

gover nnent al or private entity that is enrolled with the
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Departnment as a provider of nedical services shall be

deposited into the Fund.

(c) Disbursenents may be nade from the Fund for the

pur poses connected with the grants, qifts, donations, or

popul ati on studies, nedical infornation systens evaluations,

and other adm nistrative functions that assist the Departnent
