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AN ACT relating to political solicitations and

contributions, anmending certain Acts.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Election Code is anended by adding

Section 9-25.2 as foll ows:

(10 1LCS 5/9-25.2 new)

Sec. 9-25.2. Contributions; candidate or treasurer of

political commttee.

(a) No candidate may knowi ngly receive any contri bution

solicited or received in violation of Section 33-3.1 of the

Crimnal Code of 1961

(b) The receipt of political contributions in violation

of this Section shall constitute a C ass A m sdenmeanor

The appropriate State's Attorney or the Attorney GCeneral

shall bring actions in the name of the people of the State of

I11inois.

(c) Any contribution solicited in violation of Section

33-3.1 of the Crimnal Code of 1961 shall escheat to the

State of Illinois. Any candidate or political commttee that

receives a contribution prohibited by this Section shal

forward it immediately to the State Treasurer

Section 10. The Crimnal Code of 1961 is anended by

addi ng Section 33-3.1 as foll ows:

(720 I1LCS 5/33-3.1 new)

Sec. 33-3.1. Solicitation m sconduct.

(a) A public enployee commits solicitati on nm sconduct

when he or she solicits or receives contributions, as that

term is defined in Section 9-1.4 of the Election Code, on
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behalf of a candidate or political commttee from a person

engaged in a business or activity the public enpl oyee has

responsibility as part of his or her official duties to

investigate or inspect, and enforce, requlatory measures

necessary to the requirenents of a State or federal statute

or reqgul ati on.

(b) A public enpl oyee convi ct ed of comm tting

solicitation msconduct forfeits his or her enploynent. In

addition, he or she conmmits a C ass A ni sdeneanor.

(c) Al State agencies, as that termis defined in the

Illinois State Auditing Act, shall designate by filing a li st

with the Secretary of State indicating the nanes and titles

of the public enpl oyees whose duties include investiqgating or

i nspecting, and enforcing, regulatory neasures necessary to

t he requi renents of any State or federal statute or

requl ati on. A public enpl oyee, i ncl udi ng t hose not

desi gnated wunder this Section, may be found in violation of

this Section upon a showing that he or she acted in concert

with a public enployee whose duty includes investigating or

i nspecting, and enforcing, regulatory neasures necessary to

the requirenents of a State or federal statute or reqgul ation

to solicit or receive contributions in violation of this

Secti on. Desi gnati on under this Section does not constitute

a presunption that an enpl oyee not so designated is outside

the scope of this Section.

(d) An enployee of a State agency who i s discharged,

denpt ed, suspended, threatened, harassed, or in any other

manner discrinmnated against in the terns and conditi ons of

enpl oynent by a State agency because of |awful acts done by

the enployee or on behalf of the enployee or others in

furtherance of the enforcenent of this Section shall be

entitled to all relief necessary to nake the enpl oyee whol e.

The enployee's relief shall include reinstatenent wth the

seniority status the enployee would have had but for the
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discrimnation, 2 tines the anount of the enployee's back

pay, interest on the back pay, and conpensation for any

speci al danages sustained as a result of the discrimnation,

including litigation costs and reasonable attorney's fees.

An enployee nay bring an action for relief under this

subsection (d) in the appropriate circuit court.

(e) The Departnent of State Police shall establish a

toll-free nunber to allow enployees of State agencies and

other individuals and businesses to register conplaints

regar di ng possi bl e vi ol ati ons of this Section. Al |

information provided to the State Police regarding possible

violations of this Section shall remain confidential.

(f) Any person who Kknowingly mnakes a false report of

solicitation m sconduct to the State Police, the Attorney

CGeneral , a State's Attorney, or any |l aw enforcenent official

shall be quilty of a dass C m sdeneanor.
