(a) Notwi thstandi ng any other provision of |aw, a person

who is a nenber of the Illinois National Guard and who is on

active duty shall be accorded all of the relief and benefits

under the laws of this State that are accorded to federal

mlitary personnel on active duty under the Soldiers' and

Sailors' Civil Relief Act of 1940, as now or hereafter

anended, if the person provides witten notice of his or her
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active duty in the sane nanner that notice is provided under

the Soldiers' and Sailors' G vil Relief Act of 1940.

(b) Notwi thstandi ng any other provision of |aw, a person

who is a nenber of the federal mlitary and who is on active

duty shall be accorded all of the relief and benefits under

the laws of this State that are accorded to the person under

the Soldiers' and Sailors' Cvil Relief Act of 1940, as now

or hereafter anended, if the person on active duty provides

notice of his or her active duty wunder the Soldiers' and

Sailors' Civil Relief Act of 1940.

(c) A person who has provided notice under subsection

(a) or (b) shall, within 60 days after the termnation of his

or her active duty, provide witten notice of the term nation

of his or her active duty to the person to whom notice was

provi ded under subsection (a) or (b).

(d) For purposes of this Section: (i) when used in

reference to the Illinois National Guard, the term "active

duty" neans a period of active duty in excess of 30

consecutive days pursuant to orders of the Governor, whether

or not for training, either under Title 32 of the United

States Code or under State Active Duty pursuant to the | aws

of this State; and (ii) when used in reference to federal

mlitary personnel, the term "active duty" shall have the

sane neaning as the term"nmlitary service" as defined in

subsection (1) of Section 511 of the Soldiers' and Sail ors

Civil Relief Act of 1940.

Section 10. The Metropolitan Transit Authority Act 1is

anended by changi ng Section 29 as foll ows:

Sec. 29. If the Authority acquires a transportation
systemin operation by a public utility, all of the enpl oyees

in the operating and mai ntenance divisions of such public
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utility and all other enployees except executive and
admnistrative officers and enpl oyees, shall be transferred
to and appointed as enployees of the Authority, subject to
all rights and benefits of this Act, and these enployees
shall be given seniority credit in accordance wth the
records and | abor agreenents of the public utility. Enpl oyees
who | eft the enploy of such a public wutility to enter the
mlitary service of the United States shall have the sane
rights as to the Authority, wunder the provisions of the

“Service Men's Enploynent Tenure and Cvil Relief Act®;

approved-July-17;-19441, as they woul d have had thereunder as
to such public utility. After such acquisition the authority
shall be required to extend to such fornmer enpl oyees of such
public wutility only the rights and benefits as to pensions
and retirement as are accorded other enployees of the
Aut hority.

Section 15. The Local Mass Transit District Act 1is

Sec. 3.5. If the district acquires a nmass transit
facility, al | of the enployees in the operating and
mai nt enance divisions of such mass transit facility and al
ot her enpl oyees except executive and adm nistrative officers
and enpl oyees, shall be transferred to and appointed as
enpl oyees of the district, subject to all rights and benefits
of this Act, and these enployees shall be given seniority
credit in accordance with the records and | abor agreenments of
the mass transit facility. Enployees who |eft the enploy of
such a mass transit facility to enter the mlitary service of
the United States shall have the sane rights as to the

district, wunder the provisions of the *Service Men' s
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Enpl oyment Tenure and GCivil Relief Act-;-approved-July-17;

1941, as they would have had thereunder as to such nass
transit facility. After such acquisition the district shal
be required to extend to such former enployees of such nass
transit facility only the rights and benefits as to pensions
and retirenent as are accorded other enployees of the
district.
