1t also includes
clinical counseling and psychotherapy in a professional
relationship to assist individuals, coupl es, famlies,
groups, and organizations to alleviate enotional disorders,
to understand conscious and unconscious notivation, to

resolve enotional, relationship, and attitudinal conflicts,
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and to nodify behaviors that interfere wth ef fective
enotional, social, adaptive, and intellectual functioning.

"Li censed pr of essi onal counselor™ and "professional
counsel or" nmeans a person who holds a |icense authorizing the
practice of professional counseling as defined in this Act.

"Licensed clinical professional counselor” and "clinical
pr of essi onal counsel or" nmeans a person who holds a |license
aut hori zing the independent practice of clinical professional
counseling in private practice as defined in this Act.

"I ndependent private practice of clinical professional
counsel ing" neans the application of clinical professional
counseling know edge and skills by a Ilicensed clinical
prof essional counselor who (i) regulates and is responsible
for her or his own practice or treatment procedures and (ii)
is self-enployed or works in a group practice or setting not
qual i fied under Internal Revenue Service regulations as a
not-for-profit business.

"Cinical supervision" or "supervision" nmeans review of

aspects of counseling and case nanagenent in a face-to-face
nmeeting with the person under supervision.

"Qualified supervisor” or "qualified clinical supervisor"

means any person who is a licensed clinical professional
counsel or, licensed clinical social worker, licensed clinical
psychol ogi st, psychiatrist as defined in Section 1-121 of the
Mental Heal th and Devel opnental Disabilities Code, or other
supervisor as defined by rule. A qualified supervisor nay be
provided at the applicant's place of work, or may be hired by
the applicant to provide supervision.

"License" neans that which is required to practice
prof essi onal counseling or clinical professional counseling
as defined in this Act.

Sec. 80. Gounds for discipline.

(a) The Departnent nmay refuse to issue, renew, or nay
revoke, suspend, place on probation, reprimand, or take other
disciplinary action as the Departnent deens appropriate,
including the issuance of fines not to exceed $1000 for each
violation, with regard to any license for any one or nore of
the foll ow ng:

(1) Material msstatenent in furnishing information
to the Departnent or to any other State agency.
(2) Violations or negl i gent or i ntentional

di sregard of this Act, or any of its rules.

(3) Conviction of any crinme under the laws of the

United States or any state or territory thereof that is a

felony, or that is a m sdeneanor, an essential elenent of

which 1is dishonesty, or of any crine which is directly
related to the practice of the profession.

(4) WMaking any m srepresentation for the purpose of
obtaining a license, or violating any provision of this

Act or its rules.

(5) Professional inconpetence or gross negligence
in the rendering of professional counseling or clinical

pr of essi onal counseling services.
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(6) Mal practice.

(7) Ading or assisting another person in violating
any provision of this Act or any rules.

(8) Failing to provide information within 60 days
in response to a witten request nade by the Departnent.

(9) Engaging in di shonor abl e, unet hi cal , or
unpr of essi onal conduct of a character likely to deceive,
defraud, or harm the public and violating the rules of
pr of essi onal conduct adopted by the Departnent.

(10) Habitual or excessive wuse or addiction to
al cohol, narcotics, stinmulants, or any other chem cal
agent or drug which results in inability to practice with
reasonabl e skill, judgment, or safety.

(11) Discipline by another jurisdiction, if at
| east one of the grounds for the discipline is the sane
or substantially equivalent to those set forth in this
Secti on.

(12) Directly or indirectly giving to or receiving
from any person, firm corporation, partnership or
associ ation any fee, comm ssion, rebate or other form of
conpensation for any professional service not actually
render ed.

(13) A finding by the Board that the |icensee,
after having the license placed on probationary status,
has violated the terns of probation.

(14) Abandonnment of a client.

(15) WIllfully filing false reports relating to a
licensee's practice, including but not limted to false
records filed with federal or State agenci es or
depart nents.

(16) WIllfully failing to report an instance of
suspected child abuse or neglect as required by the
Abused and Negl ected Child Reporting Act.

(17) Being nanmed as a perpetrator in an indicated
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report by the Departnent of Children and Famly Services
pursuant to the Abused and Neglected Child Reporting Act,
and upon proof by clear and convincing evidence that the
i censee has caused a child to be an abused child or
neglected child as defined in the Abused and Negl ect ed
Child Reporting Act.

(18) Physical or nental disability, i ncl udi ng
deterioration through the aging process or |oss of
abilities and skills which results in the inability to
practice the profession with reasonabl e judgment, skill,
or safety.

(19) Solicitation of professional services by using
fal se or m sl eadi ng adverti sing.

(20) Failure to file areturn, or to pay the tax,
penalty or interest shown in a filed return, or to pay
any final assessnent of tax, penalty or interest, as
required by any tax Act admnistered by the Illinois
Departnent of Revenue or any successor agency or the
I nt ernal Revenue Service or any successor agency.

(21) A finding that licensure has been applied for
or obtained by fraudul ent neans.

(22) Practicing or attenpting to practice under a
name other than the full nanme as shown on the license or
any other |legally authorized nane.

(23) Goss overcharging for professional services
including filing statenents for <collection of fees or
nmoni es for which services are not rendered.

(24) Rendering professional counseling or clinical

prof essional counseling services wthout a |license or

practicing outside the scope of a license.

(25) dinical supervisors failing to adequately and

responsi bly nonitor supervi sees.

(b) The Departnent shall deny, wthout hearing, any

application or renewal for a license under this Act to any
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person who has defaulted on an educational |oan guaranteed by
t he II'linois State Assistance Comm ssion; however, the
Departnent may issue a license or renewal if the person in
default has established a satisfactory repaynent record as
determined by the Illinois Student Assistance Conm ssion.

(c) The determnation by a court that a licensee is
subject to involuntary adm ssion or judicial adm ssion as
provided in the Mental Health and Devel opnmental Disabilities
Code wll result in an automatic suspension of his or her
|icense. The suspension will end upon a finding by a court
that the Ilicensee is no longer subject to involuntary
adm ssion or judicial adm ssion, the issuance of an order so
finding and discharging the patient, and the recomendation
of the Board to the Director that the licensee be allowed to
resunme professional practice.

(d) In enforcing this Section, the Board, upon a show ng

of a possible violation, may conpel a licensee or applicant

to submt to a nental or physical exam nation, or both, as

required by and at the expense of the Departnent. The

exam ni ng physicians or clinical psychol ogi sts shall be those

specifically designated by the Board. The Board or the

Departnment nay order (i) the exanm ning physician to present

testinobny concerning the nmental or physical exam nation of a

licensee or applicant or (ii) the exam ni ng clinical

psychologist to present testinony concerning the nental

exam nation of a licensee or applicant. No informati on shal

be excluded by reason of any commobn |law or statutory

privilege relating to communi cati ons between a |licensee or

appli cant and t he exam ni ng physi ci an or clinical

psychologist. An individual to be exam ned may have, at his

or her own expense, anot her physi ci an or clinical

psychol ogi st of his or her choice present during all aspects

of the exam nation. Failure of an individual to submt to a

mental or physical exam nation, when directed, is grounds for

suspension of his or her license. The |license must renmnin

suspended until the person submts to the exanmi nation or the

Board fi nds, after notice and hearing, that the refusal to

submt to the exanm nation was with reasonabl e cause.

If the Board finds an i ndividual unable to practice

because of the reasons set forth in this Section, the Board

must require the individual to submt to care, counseling, or

treatnent by a physician or clinical psychol ogi st approved by

the Board, as a condition, term or restriction f or

continued, reinstated, or renewed licensure to practice. In

lieu of <care, counseling, or treatnent, the Board nny

reconmend that the Department file a conplaint to imediately

suspend or revoke the license of the individual or otherw se

discipline the |licensee.

Any individual whose |license was granted, continued,

reinstated, or renewed subject to conditions, terms, or

restrictions, as provided for in this Section, or any

individual who was disciplined or placed on supervision

pursuant to this Section nmust be referred to the Director for

a deternmination as to whether the person shall have his or
her license suspended immedi ately, pending a hearing by the
Boar d
