Sec. 8.4. Inmmunization Advisory Conmittee. The Director
of Public Health shall appoint an |nmunization Advisory

Conmmittee to advise the Director on inmmuni zati on i ssues. The

Director shall take into consideration any conmments or
recommendati ons nade by the  Advisory Comm ttee. The
| muni zation Advisory Conmttee shall be conposed of the
foll ow ng nenbers with know edge of i mmunization issues: a
pediatrician, a physician licensed to practice nedicine in
all its branches, a famly physician, an infectious disease

specialist froma university based center, 2 representatives
of a local health departnent, a registered nurse, a schoo

nurse, a public health provider, a public health officer or
adm nistrator, a representative of a children's hospital, 2
representatives of inmmunization advocacy organizations, a
representative fromthe State Board of Education, a__person

wth expertise in bioterrorism issues, and any other

i ndi vidual s or organi zati on representatives designhated by the
Director. The Director shall designate one of the Advisory
Comm ttee nenbers to serve as the Chairperson of the Advisory
Comm ttee.
