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AN ACT in relation to al cohol

Be it enacted by the People of the State of |Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Al coholism and Oher Drug Abuse and
Dependency Act is anmended by changing Section 5-10 as

foll ows:

(20 ILCs 301/5-10)

Sec. 5-10. Functions of the Departnent.

(a) In addition to the powers, duties and functions
vested in the Departnment by this Act, or by other |aws of
this State, the Departnment shall <carry out the follow ng
activities:

(1) Design, coordinate and fund a conprehensive and
coor di nat ed comuni ty- based and culturally and
gender - appropriate array of services throughout the State
for t he preventi on, i ntervention, treat ment and
rehabilitation of alcohol and other drug abuse and
dependency that is accessible and addresses the needs of
at-risk or addicted individuals and their famlies.

(2) Act as the exclusive State agency to accept,
recei ve and expend, pursuant to appropriation, any public
or private nonies, grants or services, including those
received fromthe federal governnment or fromother State
agencies, for the purpose of providing an array of
services for the prevention, intervention, treatnent and
rehabilitation of alcoholism or other drug abuse or
dependency. Moni es received by the Departnment shall be
deposited into appropriate funds as nmay be <created by
State law or adm nistrative action

(3) Coordinate a statewide strategy anong State

agencies for the prevention, intervention, treatnent and
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rehabilitation of alcohol and other drug abuse and
dependency. This strategy shall include the devel opnent
of an annual conprehensive State plan for the provision
of an array of services for education, prevention,
intervention, treatnent, relapse prevention and other
services and activities to alleviate al coholismand ot her
drug abuse and dependency. The plan shall be based on
| ocal comunity-based needs and upon data including, but
not limted to, that which defines the preval ence of and
costs associated wth the abuse of and dependency upon
al cohol and other drugs. This conprehensive State plan
shal | i ncl ude identification of probl ens, needs,
priorities, services and other pertinent information,
including the needs of mnorities and other specific
popul ations in the State, and shall describe how the
identified problens and needs w Il be addressed. For
purposes of this paragraph, the term "mnorities and
ot her specific popul ations" may include, but shall not be
l[imted to, groups such as wonen, children, intravenous
drug users, persons with AIDS or who are HV infected,
Afri can- Aneri cans, Puerto Ri cans, Hi spani cs, Asian
Anericans, the elderly, persons in the crimnal justice
system persons who are clients of services provided by
other State agencies, persons with disabilities and such
other specific populations as the Departnment nay from
time to tinme identify. In developing the plan, the
Depart ment shall seek input from providers, parent
groups, associations and interested citizens.
Beginning wwth State fiscal year 1996, the annua

conprehensive State plan developed wunder this Section

shal |l include an explanation of the rationale to be used
in ensuring that funding shall be based wupon |ocal
community needs, including, but not Iimted to, the

i ncidence and prevalence of, and costs associated wth,
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t he abuse of and dependency upon al cohol and ot her drugs,
as well as upon denonstrated program performance.

The annual conprehensive State plan devel oped under
this Section shall <contain a report detailing the
activities of and progress nmade by the prograns for the
care and treatnent of addicted pregnant wonen, addicted
not hers and their children established under subsection
(j) of Section 35-5 of this Act.

Each State agency which provides or funds al cohol or
drug prevention, intervention and treatnent services
shall annually prepare an agency plan for providing such
services, and these shall be used by the Departnent in
preparing the annual conprehensive statew de plan. Each
agency's annual plan for alcohol and drug abuse services
shall contain a report on the activities and progress of
such services in the prior year. The Departnment may
provi de technical assistance to other State agencies, as
required, in the devel opment of their agency pl ans.

(4) Lead, foster and devel op cooper ati on,
coordination and agreenents anong federal and State
governnmental agencies and |ocal providers that provide
assi stance, services, funding or ot her functi ons,
peripheral or direct, in the prevention, intervention,
treatnent or rehabilitation of al coholismand other drug
abuse and dependency. This shall include, but shall not
be limted to, the foll ow ng:

(A) Cooperate with and assist the Departnent
of Corrections and the Departnment on Aging in
establishing and conducting prograns relating to
al cohol i sm and ot her drug abuse and dependency anong
t hose popul ati ons which they respectively serve.

(B) Cooperate wwth and assist the Illinois
Department of Public Health in the establishnent,

fundi ng and support of prograns and services for the
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pronotion of maternal and child health and the
prevention and treatnment of infectious diseases,
including but not Ilimted to HV infection,
especially with respect to those persons who may
abuse drugs by intravenous injection, or my have
been sexual partners of drug abusers, or may have
abused substances so that their imune systens are
i npai red, causing themto be at high risk

(C© Supply to the Departnent of Public Health
and prenatal care providers a list of all alcohol
and other drug abuse service providers for addicted
pregnant wonen in this State.

(D) Assist in the placenment of child abuse or
negl ect perpetrators (identified by the Illinois
Department of Children and Fam |y Services) who have
been determned to be in need of alcohol or other
drug abuse services pursuant to Section 8.2 of the
Abused and Negl ected Child Reporting Act.

(E) Cooperate with and assist the 1llinois
Depart ment of Children and Famly Services in
carrying out its nandates to:

(1) identify alcohol and other drug abuse

i ssues anong its clients and their famlies;

and

(1i) develop progranms and services to

deal with such probl ens.

These prograns and services may include, but shall
not be limted to, prograns to prevent the abuse of
al cohol or other drugs by DCFS clients and their
famlies, rehabilitation services, identifying child
care needs wthin the array of alcohol and other
drug abuse services, and assistance wth other
I ssues as required.

(F) Cooperate with and assist the Illinois
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Crimnal Justice Information Authority wth respect
to statistical and other information concerning drug
abuse i ncidence and preval ence.

(G Cooperate W th and assist the State
Superint endent of Education, boards of education,
school s, police departnents, the Illinois Departnent
of State Police, courts and other public and private

agencies and individuals in establishing prevention

progr anms st at ew de and prepari ng curricul um
materials for use at all levels of education. An
agreenent shall be entered into wth the State

Superi nt endent of Education to assist in the

est abl i shnment of such prograns.

(H Cooperate with and assist the I1llinois
Department of Public Ad in the devel opnent and
provision of services offered to recipients of
public assistance for the treatnent and prevention
of al coholism and ot her drug abuse and dependency.

(I') Provide training recomendations to other
St ate agenci es fundi ng al cohol or other drug abuse
preventi on, i ntervention, t reat ment or
rehabilitation services.

(5) Fromnonies appropriated to the Departnent from
the Drunk and Drugged Driving Prevention Fund, nmake
grants to reinburse DU evaluation and renedi al education
prograns licensed by the Departnment for the costs of
providing indigent persons wth free or reduced-cost
services relating to a charge of driving under the
i nfl uence of al cohol or other drugs.

(6) Promulgate regulations to provide appropriate
standards for publicly and privately funded prograns as
well as for levels of paynment to governnment funded
progr ans whi ch provi de an array of services for

prevention, intervention, treatnment and rehabilitation
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for al coholismand ot her drug abuse or dependency.

(7) In consultation wth |ocal service providers,
specify a uniform statistical nethodology for use by
agenci es, organizations, individuals and the Depart nment
for col l ection and di ssem nati on of statisti cal
i nformation regardi ng services related to al coholism and
other drug wuse and abuse. This shall include prevention
services delivered, the nunber of persons treated,
frequency of adm ssion and readm ssion, and duration of
treat nent.

(8) Receive data and assistance fromfederal, State
and | ocal governnental agencies, and obtain copies of
identification and arrest data fromall federal, State
and | ocal |aw enforcenent agencies for wuse in carrying
out the purposes and functions of the Departnent.

(9) Designate and Ilicense providers to conduct
screening, assessnment, referral and tracking of clients
identified by the crimnal justice system as having
i ndi cati ons of al coholism or other drug abuse or
dependency and being eligible to neke an election for
treatment under Section 40-5 of this Act, and assist in
t he placenent of individuals who are under court order to
participate in treatnent.

(10) Designate nedical exam nation and ot her
prograns for determ ning al coholismand other drug abuse
and dependency.

(11) Encourage service provi ders who receive
financial assistance in any formfromthe State to assess
and collect fees for services rendered.

(12) Make grants wth funds appropriated fromthe
Drug Treatnment Fund in accordance with Section 7 of the
Controlled Substance and Cannabis Nuisance Act, or in
accordance wth subsections (h) and (i) of Section 411.2

of the Illinois Controll ed Substances Act.
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(13) Encourage all health and disability insurance
prograns to include al coholismand other drug abuse and
dependency as a covered ill ness.

(14) Make such agr eenent s, grants-in-aid and
purchase-care arrangenents wth any other departnent,
authority or comm ssion of this State, or any other state
or the federal governnent or with any public or private
agency, including the di sbur senent of f unds and
furnishing of staff, to effectuate the purposes of this
Act .

(15) Conduct a public information canpaign to
inform the State's Hispanic residents regarding the
prevention and treatnent of al coholism

(16) Design and inplement an ongoing statew de

canpaign to raise public awareness about fetal al cohol

syndrone and other effects of prenatal al cohol exposure.

The canpaign nust include nessages directed at the

general population as well as culturally specific and

communi ty- based nessages. The nmessages nust include the

nunber of a toll-free resource and referral tel ephone

line, which the Departnent nust establish. The canpaign

must include panphlets that describe the causes and

effects of fetal alcohol syndrome; the Department nust

distribute the panphlets free of charge to each county

clerk in sufficient quantities to enable the county clerk

to provide panphlets to all persons applying for a

marriage license in the county.

(b) In addition to the powers, duties and functions

vested in it by this Act, or by other laws of this State, the
Departnent may undertake, but shall not be Ilimted to, the

follow ng activities:

(1) Require all prograns funded by the Departnent
to include an education conponent to inform participants

regarding the causes and neans of transm ssion and
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met hods of reducing the risk of acquiring or transmtting
H'V infection, and to include funding for such education
conponent in its support of the program

(2) Review all State agency appl i cations for
federal funds which include provisions relating to the
preventi on, early i ntervention and t reat ment of
al cohol i sm and ot her drug abuse and dependency in order
to ensure consistency wth the conprehensive statew de
pl an devel oped pursuant to this Act.

(3) Prepare, publish, evaluate, dissemnate and
serve as a central repository for educational materials
dealing with the nature and effects of al coholism and
ot her drug abuse and dependency. Such materials nay deal
wi th the educational needs of the citizens of [Illinois;

(4) Develop and coordinate, with regional and | ocal
agenci es, education and training prograns for persons
engaged in providing the array of services for persons
havi ng al coholismor other drug abuse and dependency
pr obl ens, whi ch prograns may include specific HYV
education and training for program personnel.

(5) Cooperate with and assist in the devel opnent of
education, prevention and t r eat ment progr anms for
enpl oyees of State and | ocal governnents and busi nesses
in the State.

(6) Uilize t he support and assi stance of
interested persons in the community, including recovering
addicts and alcoholics, to assist i ndi vi dual s and

communities in understanding the dynam cs of addiction,
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and to encourage individuals with alcohol or other drug
abuse or dependency problens to voluntarily undergo
treat nent.

(7) Pronote, conduct, assist or sponsor Dbasic
clinical, epidemological and statistical research into
al coholism and other drug abuse and dependency, and
research into the prevention of those problens either
solely or in conjunction with any public or private
agency.

(8) Cooperate with public and private agencies,
organi zations and individuals in the developnent of
progr ans, and to provide technical assistance and
consultation services for this purpose.

(9) Publish or provide for the publishing of a
manual to assist nedical and social service providers in
identifying alcoholism and ot her drug abuse and
dependency and coordi nati ng t he mul tidi sciplinary
delivery of services to addicted pregnant wonen, addicted
mothers and their children. The manual may be used only
to provide information and my not be used by the
Depar t ment to establish practice st andar ds. The
Department may not require recipients to use specific
provi ders nor may they require providers to refer
recipients to specific providers. The manual may incl ude,
but need not be limted to, the foll ow ng:

(A) Information concerning risk assessnents of
wonen seeking prenatal, natal, and postnatal nedica
care.

(B) Information concerning risk assessnents of
i nfants who nmay be substance- af f ect ed.

(C© Protocols that have been adopted by the
II'linois Departnment of Children and Fam |y Services
for the reporting and investigation of allegations

of child abuse or neglect under the Abused and
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Negl ected Child Reporting Act.

(D) Sunmmary of procedures utilized in juvenile
court in cases of children alleged or found to be
abused or neglected as a result of being born to
addi ct ed wonen.

(E) Information concer ni ng referral of
addi cted pregnant wonen, addicted nothers and their
children by nedical, social service, and substance
abuse treatnent providers, by the Departnents of
Children and Famly Services, Public Ad, Public
Heal th, and Human Servi ces.

(F) Effects of substance abuse on infants and
gui delines on the synptons, <care, and confort of
drug-w t hdrawi ng i nfants.

(G Responsibilities of t he I1linois

Department of Public Health to nmmintain statistics

on the nunber of children in Illinois addicted at
birth.
(10) To the extent permtted by federal I|aw or

regul ation, establish and maintain a clearinghouse and
central repository for the devel opnent and nai nt enance of
a centralized data collection and dissem nation system
and a managenent information systemfor all al coholism
and ot her drug abuse prevention, early intervention and
treat ment services.

(11) Fund, pronote or assist progranms, services,
denonstrations or research dealing wth addictive or
habi t uati ng behaviors detrinental to the health of
II'linois citizens.

(12) Wth nonies appropriated fromthe Goup Hone
Loan Revolving Fund, nmake loans, directly or through
subcontract, to assist in wunderwiting the costs of
housing in which individuals recovering from al cohol or

ot her drug abuse or dependency nmay reside in groups of
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not less than 6 persons, pursuant to Section 50-40 of
this Act.

(13) Pronulgate such regul ati ons as may be
necessary for the admnistration of grants or to
otherwise carry out the purposes and enforce t he
provi sions of this Act.

(14) Fund prograns to help parents be effective in
preventing substance abuse by building an awareness of
drugs and alcohol and the famly's role in preventing
abuse through adjusting expectations, developing new

skills, and setting positive famly goals. The prograns

shall include, but not be Iimted to, the follow ng
subjects: healthy famly comunication; est abl i shing
rules and limts; howto reduce famly conflict; howto

build self-esteem conpetency, and responsibility in
children; how to inprove notivation and achievenent;
effective discipline; problemsolving techni ques; and how
to talk about drugs and alcohol. The prograns shall be

open to all parents.
