- I...I wonder if we're adopting the right
procedure again when almost at the offset of this Session
we are asking to have bills moved to various committees,
different committeesafter the Committee on Assignment of

Bills have made a judgment on them and I...I question this
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and wonder the reason why and I'd like your expression

" there, Senator Donnewald.

PRESIDENT:

Senator Donnewald.
SENATOR DONNEWALD:

Yes, Mr. President. Senator Graham, I...before
I answer that, I...I'd like to congratulate you on
the fact that you've got the Senate quiet. Number
two, in response to your question, Senator, that particular
piece of legislation that is identical to a piece that
was introduced last year and I had ninety-six bills
to assign, I think it was the week before last and I
inadvertently put it in Executive where it shoulld
have belonged where Senator Lane had requested it ‘to go and
that it is to Judiciary I.
PRESIDENT:

All those in favor of the motion signify by saying
Aye. Opposed. The Ayes have it. The Executive Committee
is discharged from further consideration and the bil)
is re-referred to Judiciary I. 1Is there any further
motions? Senator Berning.
SENATOR BERNING:

Thank you, Mr. President. And I invite the attention
of Senator Graham to the motion I am going to make.
Let me preface my motion by saying only because
the Committee on Labor and Commerce does not have
a meeting anticipated in the near future and because
Senate Bill 72 is of a matter of some urgency, and after
having discussed the matter with the Chairman of the
Committee on Labor and Commerce, as well as the Chairman
of the Executive Committee and the leadership on both
sides of the aisle, all of whom agree, I am making the

motion now, Mr. Chairman, to discharge the Committee on
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Labor and Commerce from further consideration of Senate

©Bill 72 and that it be re-referred to the Executive

Committee and that further the Six Day Notice be waived
so that this bill may be heard in the Executive Committee
tomorrow morning.

PRESIDENT:

You have heard Senator Berning's motion. 1Is there
any discussion? Senator Berning moves that the...Senator
Graham, for what purpose do you arise?

SENATOR GRAHAM:

It doesn't really matter if it's Senator Berning
or anyone else right at this point in time. This is
a bill dealing with some overtime and some material
that is affected...affects labor and commerce of this
area. The Cormittee on Labor and Commerce is supposed
to hear these bills and I know of no reason the urgency...
the urgency of this bill that it be heard in committee
in the morning and people doesn't...doesn't...haven't
had the correct time to analyze the contents of the bill.
I think we're setting a precedent here, Mr. President,
and if we continue this, then you might as well do away
with the Committee on Assignment of Bills and you know
I've always stood this ground on discharging committees
and moving the bills around without any more reason than
a personal content or personal attempt to pacify a sponsor.
T don't care if it's me or someone else. I think there's
a reason for those bills to go to those committees and
I have a strong feeling that we ought to consider it
and I don't like to rise in opposition to the gentleman
from Deerfield, but why Executive? Why not the committee
that's picked for Labor and Commerce? I don't know, Senator
Berning. Why?

PRESIDENT:

Senator Berning.
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SENATOR BERNING:

As I said at the outset, the Committee on Labor and
Commerce has no meeting scheduled for the next two or three
weeks and this bill does have a degree of urgency. It is
not a matter of great implication. It corrects an oversight
in legislation we passed on January 10th. This merely
seeks to correct the present existence of a five month
gap . in the control of overtime for supervisory and
administrative personnel.

PRESIDENT:

~Senator Graham.
SENATOR GRAHAM:

Senator, I have no quarrel with your analyzation
...analyzation.of the urgency of this. I only am getting
myself on record early and thenI'll be watching carefully,
this idea of discharging committees and changing committees.
If it's the will of this Senate that you. ..that they
accept your request in this regard, then they have done
it, but thgn I will be rising in opposition to these
procedures later. That's...I'm getting on record.
PRESIDENT:

Senator Graham, I...I think your point is well
taken. But, under the circumstances of the beginning
weeks of the Session, I think there is perhaps some
justification for it. But, I think we all share
the point that you are making and we intend to follow
that as a guideling. Any further discussion? If not,
Senator Berning moves that the Committee on Labor...Labor
and Commerce be discharged from further consideration
of Senate Bill 72 and that the bill be re-referred
to the Committee on Executive. All those in favor
of the motion signify by...the adoption of the motion

signify by saying Aye. Opposed. The Ayes have it.

22. SENATOR SAVICKAS:
23. Well, I'm wondering why they went to Waukegan for
24. Chicago school...to introduce a resolution. I'm sure
25. there's enough Senators from Chicago to accompany this
26. act and I think I'm going to object to this resolution.
27. PRESIDENT:
28. Senator Morris.
29. SENATOR MORRIS:
30. Well, the reason they went to Waukegan is the Waukegan
31. schools are among the downstate schools that are impacted
32, by this and I today checked and found out that Mr. Laney
33. was there lobbying and I asked to make sure that the

a tragedy last night in my district in the Ottawa area
and you've probablyvall read about it and heard about

it in which two of our highway Department of Transportation
workers were killed by a motorist who ran through

the warning signs and the barricades. 2and we often take
these great people for granted that goout there and build
and repair highways. My constituent's name was Mr.
Curt Larson, a young man of twenty-five years of age,

the other gentleman was from LaSalle, I believe, from
Senator Sommer's district, and of course, the motorist
was a...was an older person. All three people being
killed. I will be putting forth a resolution commending
the...the service of this department and the tragedy
involved sometimes in public service. You don't have to
be working inside a prison or a state policeman to get
killed on the job. And this is a classic case of heroism
gone down the tubes because of an inattentive motorists
and the warning lights that have worked so hard at that
we all take for granted. I would apprise everyone here
of that situation and it's a tragedy and I hope you will
share with me when I do present such a resolution.
