And without filling this Chanber with a
ot of Ilegalisnms, an affirmative defense permts the -- an
i ndi vidual who is charged with a -- with a -- an offense to

pl ead and prove and assert that their action was done for the

purpose of defending thenselves or defending another or

defending their dwelling. W have had a |ong casel oad body -- a
casel oad body going back to statehood dealing with this -- the
ri ght of self-defense. It is, in ny opinion, one of the first

laws of nature - that is, the right of self-preservation, which

is part and parcel of what self-defense is about. The -- a
couple things need to be enphasized. First of all, this does
not - underscore “does not” - obviate an ordi nance because it is
still possible for an individual to be prosecuted under this

ordi nance, for exanple, in situations where a search warrant was
properly executed or perhaps where there were exigent
circunstances and person was found in possession of a firearm
that was not used in an act of self-defense. Person can still
be charged with the ordinance violation, however wll be given
an opportunity to denonstrate to the court or the jury that
their -- the possession of the firearm was used in an at of
sel f -defense, and possibly to avoid conviction. Wth that, M.
Presi dent and Menbers of the Senate, I'd -- 1'd be happy to
answer questions.

The -- the bill does,
however, require a tax cap exenption for this dedicated five-
cent levy. Year and year out we see the devastating inpacts of
fl ooding on our citizens, as well as its limtations on economc
devel opnent. This legislation will provide the |eadership and
resources necessary to address this problemin Cook County. W
have support fromthe City -- the Mayor of the City of Chicago,
t he Nor t hwest Muni ci pal Conf erence, Sout hwest Muni ci pal
Conference {sic}, Wst Central Municipal Conference and nany of
the mayors that they represent.

Oiginally,
when we passed that |law, we passed it wth |anguage in -- in the
statute, the preanble of the Gaming Act, that the -- that the
Gam ng Board may take into consideration those comunities that
are econom cal ly depressed throughout the State of Illinois. W
did that when we did it for -- East St. Louis, Alton, Illinois;

Peoria, as well as Mdline and Rock Island. W did that. W did
it in Joliet. Now in Joliet, it’s boom ng. But the past two
maj or decisions that they have nade, they have conpletely
overl ooked this -- this provision within the Gam ng Act. And
t hey have not even |ooked at it, as though it didn't even exist.
So, | think we need sonme fresh nenbers on that board who wl|
follow the spirit of the law and the intent of the Act and give

due considerations to the economcally depressed communities in

the State of Illinois. And | ask for a favorable vote.

Well, it’s going
to be remade, really, in the imge of the Legislature. Now,
that’s not all bad, but what | -- what | suggest today is, since
we all are going to decide - that's really the purpose of the
bill - let’s not have a Gaming Board. Let’'s, as a Legislature,
decide where the -- where the boats are going to go. That’ s
really what this is about. | nmean, let’s sort of get right down
toit. And there’s no -- that’s not an insidious thing. That’'s
not unreasonable, for the Legislature to decide. But what’s
troubling, | think, is -- is to create the fiction that a Gan ng

Board is going to nmake the decision - and regardl ess of where it
goes - and then when the Gaming Board says that it’s going to go
in this point and not this point, then we basically say, “Well
we want a |legislative do-over.” W want to conme back and -- and
“No, try that again. You gave us the wong answer. G ve us the
right answer next tinme.” Well, what is the right answer? So
rather than nessing around with this, why don't we -- why don’t
we actually make a decision as a Legislature? Seens like a -- a
far healthier way -- excuse ne, a far healthier way to nmake
deci sions about this, and it -- and it -- and it noves away from
the fiction that we're really doing today. Just one other point
and that is that in terns of the integrity of the decision that
was nade by the Board, there’'s several entities that are
currently investigating the integrity of that decision. The
Governor has appointed an investigator. The Attorney General
has apparently taken this up, and her office is investigating.
And apparently the Gam ng Board has actually nade contact wth
the United States Attorney saying, “Cone in and investigate.”
So it just seens to ne -- | understand the frustration and the
di sappoi nt nent . Rosenont is clearly not a depressed community.
And |’ m not defending the Board, but what |’ m suggesting is that

di scussion on sour grapes, or we didn't get the answer we
wanted, but that’s not the case. The Gam ng Board was not given
a bushel basket of information and said, “You do what vyou
think.” They were given a law. The intent of the |aw was not
followed. And | think it’s inportant that if we have a group of
peopl e that do not see fit to follow the intent of our law, this
is our only way to share our nessage, to tell themthat they' re
not doi ng what they re supposed to do. And it’s not getting the
answer we want to get. It’s giving them a law that they are
supposed to do what's right. And the other thing about the
investigation, if you read between the lines, | think if we're
going to do an investigation, we need to do the investigation
before Rosenont is given that award, not after. Ad | think if
we ook at it, it says if Rosenont is given the -- the -- the
|icense, that we should investigate. | think we should do that
before they're given it so that we don't spend a ot of tine in
t he courts.

PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR WELCH)

Senator Jones, to close.
SENATOR E. JONES:

Yeah. Thank you, M. President. | appreciate all the
remar ks i ndividual s have, either pro or con, as it relate to our
reasoni ng, but -- but let nme say this. | believe it was about
four years ago, five years ago this issue was before us. At
that tinme, | wurged the Gam ng Board to follow the intent and
spirit of the law, at that tine when Cook County was opened up
And there was all talk about -- it’'s -- “lIt’s a deal already.
It’s going to Rosenont,” even though debate on this Senate Fl oor
said a decision has not been made. But once we passed the |aw,
the Gam ng Board did what the runor had already been circul ating
around this Chanber and anongst Menbers. That’s where it went.
So, what |’m saying to you, they not only nade one bad deci sion;
this Board has made two bad decisions. And for that reason, we
don’t want, as a legislative Body, to be sitting there naking
t hat deci sion.

Senate Bill 2678, as anended,
reinstates paynents to Lakeview Miseum that were previously
received from taxes paid by an off-track betting facility
| ocated within the Miuseunis park district. The Horse Racing Act
of 1975 sets up a structure that requires paynents to nmany
different entities, including nuseuns, located in a park
district with a population of less than five hundred thousand
that is home to an OIB that was up and running by My 1, 1994.
These -- these paynents were to be paid fromthe Horse Race Tax
Al l ocati on Fund. On January 1, 2000, this fund was dissolved
and paynents were to continue from GRF. Peoria received these
paynents up until the tine the OIB closed in 1995. The OIB
reopened in May of -- of 2000, and the paynments did not restart
due to a change in the funding fornula for these paynents.
Before January 1, 2000, the paynents were figured to be four-
seventh of taxes collected after adjustnments from OIB. After
2000, the paynents are frozen at 1998 rates. The Peoria OIB was
up and running in 1998 and therefore has not received any
paynents. The purpose of this anendnment is to reinstate
paynents to Lakeview Miseum for which they are qualified to
receive but have not been receiving. |In the -- it is the intent
of this legislation to allow Lakeview Miseumto receive the sane
amount of funding that Peoria received in 1994 when they were
still receiving paynents from the Horse Race Tax Allocation
Fund. | will try to answer any questions.

PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR HALVORSON)

I s there any discussion? Senator Cullerton.
SENATCR CULLERTON

Yes. Thank you, Madam Presi dent. | support the bill. I
think it’s interesting, though - and the Legislature should know
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- that when we negotiated this off-track betting bill back in
1986, we decided that one of the goals of the bill was to direct
nmoney to museuns and later to -- well, basically to nuseuns and

maybe park districts. And so we had that in effect until 1999,
when we passed the horse racing and casino bill, and one of the
things we did was to abolish the horse racing allocation fund
and we let the track owners and the -- and the horsenen keep
that fund, and we shifted the responsibility of paying the noney
to the nuseuns to the General Revenue Fund. So, when we -- we
originally created this noney by increased revenues from OIB to
give to nuseuns. Then, in 1999, we decided to let the tracks
keep that noney, and we still require and have the obligation to
pay the museuns and the park districts.

PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR HALVORSQON)

Senat or Roskam
SENATOR ROSKAM

Thank you, Madam President. To the bill. I don't know if
you noticed, though, when Senator Shadid was presenting the
bill, he really couldn’t give us eye contact. He was doing his
presentation and his voice was very quiet, and he -- he didn't
|l ook up until the very end and then he didn't even |look in
anybody’s eyes. | think he | ooked at the flag and sat down, and
| know what was in his mnd. He thought, “I mght actually get
away wWth this. I mght actually nove this -- this bill, get
away with this.” Well, | think it’s as real bad idea. Here’s
why. And he knows. In his heart of hearts, he knows, and |I know
he knows. He wants wus to kill this bill, because if he's
successful in this bill, every taxing body in his district is

going to be all over him to nmake one exception after another
after another. ‘“Cause if he can acconplish this, he can
acconplish anything, for his roads, for his schools and so
forth.

SENATOR RAUSCHENBERGER

Yeah. Just a couple of questions. 1In the 1960s, when Qto
Kerner was Governor, the whole concept of horse racing was sold
to the General Assenbly, to the people of the State of Illinois,
that it was going to be -- the proceeds from this wonderful
enterprise were going to be used to subsidize devel opnent of
agriculture in the State of Illinois, and it was going to help
fund county fairs. And it was going to do wonderful things, and
it was going to stinulate the -- the horse-raising industry and
t hose people that raise horse feed and other things. And -- and
as we kind of mgrated through that, little by little we’ve kind
of lost sight of that. W no longer -- we no |longer have an
agricultural premum fund, which is the taxes that used to cone

from horse racing. W actually put general revenue into there

and pretend we have it. W no longer use horse racing to
subsi di ze county fairs. It’s actually subsidized with genera

revenue. W used to -- when -- when we went to off-track
betting, we kind of dressed the -- the baby up with a little
dress and said we’'d -- we’d allow comunities that hosted an
off-track betting parlor to divert one -- have a one-percent tax

to go to their nuseuns so their nuseuns could devel op, as John
Cul l erton pointed out. Now, in -- in CGeorge Shadid s case, as
Senator Roskam pointed out, his OIB, his off-track betting
pl ace, closed three years before we discontinued the program and
gr andf at hered those people who were already in on this. So, not
only should we help George by -- by not letting this one nuseum
have an exception to the statutes, but we also should face up to
the fact that what fuels cynicism is -- 1is our continued
reliance on general revenue to prop up what wused to be
obligations of -- off-track betting parlors and -- and the horse
racing industry. | nean, how do we go honme and explain that we
-- we can’'t do very much for schools this year or that we're
going to have to increase fees on enployers again and drive nore
j obs across the border, but we continue to have nobney to -- to

pay the property taxes of race tracks in the State of Illinois,
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that we have -- we have general revenue to -- to give special
museum grants because ten years ago sone nuseum lost its off-
track betting parlor and now wants in on a hold harnless dea
that’s eight years ol d? I nmean, you know, | can’'t understand
why people don’t trust us when we engage in this kind of stuff.
| nmean, what we ought to do is clean up the whole statute and
put horse racing off on its own, and if it can’'t make noney, it
can’t make noney.

PRESI DI NG OFFI CER.  ( SENATOR HALVORSON)

Sponsor indicates he'll yield.

SENATOR RI GHTER:

Senator Welch, when vyou presented this legislation in
commttee, | think one of the inquiries that was made of you was
with -- to you was with regards to the constitutional anmendnment
that the Senate Republicans have proposed that would reduce the

Road Fund diversions dramatically nore than what your

| egislation would do. And I -- | think you were asked at that
time if you would sign on to it. And | think that you -- in a
very artful way, dodged the question, but here I’m -- |’>m going
to ask you, Senator Welch. I’m going to tell vyou. W re a
pretty talented and -- and -- and determ ned bunch over here,

but we’'re just for nowa little bit short of the thirty votes we
need to pass sonething like that. So, |I’'m asking for your help.
|’ m asking you if you can tell ne here on the record that in
addition to what you're doing here, that you re going to sign on
to that constitutional anendnent and hel p us get these Road Fund
di versions down to a responsible Ievel. WIll you do that for
me, Senator?

SENATOR WVELCH:

Senator, let me say this: | amin total synpathy with that
bill, with that proposed constitutional anendnent, and once it
gets out of Rules Committee, | will be glad to sign onto it.

PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR HALVORSON)
Senat or Righter.
SENATOR RI GHTER:
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Thank you for your synpathy, Senator Welch. Then next

we saw -- that we see in the FY' 04 budget. Now, | want to go
t hrough what this doesn’t do. Your I|egislation would not affect
diversions like we saw in the FY 04 budget, such as diversions
to the Secretary of State or to the State Police or the fifty-
mllion-dollar, open-ended check that was witten to GRF. This
| egislation won't affect those diversions at all, will it?

PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR HALVORSON)

Senator Righter.
SENATOR RI GHTER:

How much noney has -- has your staff advised you, or do you
know, this -- if this became |aw, how nmuch |ess noney is going
to be deposited into the General Revenue Fund?

PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR HALVORSON)

Senat or Wl ch
SENATOR WELCH:

We have a figure of sixty-four mllion dollars.

PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR HALVORSON)

Senator Righter.

SENATOR RI GHTER:

Senator Welch, that’s less than ten percent of the overal
diversions, and | agree with -- and I'm on the bill, and I’'m
going to vote for it. And | -- | nean, if you want ne to wal k
over with you to the Speaker’s Ofice and talk to him and tel
himwhy it needs to beconme law, I"'mw th you. But what 1'd |ike
to see is us do better than this, because you know, Senator
Wl ch, you ve been around here a long -- a lot longer than |I’ve
been here, but you know that when we push back and delay

infrastructure projects, when we stretch out a five-year plan to
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a seven-year plan just to nmake it look |like no one got their

project cancelled, all we're doing is delaying the inevitable.

And what that s, is we've got to take care of our
infrastructure, and we're not doing it. Thank you, Senat or
Wel ch, for this bill, in all honesty. | just -- | think we need
to do better, and -- and | hope sonmewhere |ater this Session or

down the road we can do better. Thank you, Madam Presi dent.
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR HALVORSON)

Senat or Rauschenber ger
SENATOR RAUSCHENBERGER

Yes. Thank you. It’s a -- it’s a pleasure to stand up. |
was al nost not going to talk, but then you got so excited, kind
of picking on poor Dale Risinger, who wasn't here for the
hi story. So, in -- in an effort to conbat -- |egislative
Al zheimer’s, let ne review a couple things with you to nake sure
that you’'ve got context around what we' re doing here today. | t
was Fiscal Year '02, after Septenber 11th, when we first
devel oped our revenue problem At the tine, the Denocratic Party
controll ed the House. The Speaker was the same guy that it is
today, and the Republicans controlled the Senate. It was after
our Veto Session that the Governor said we’'ve got a fiscal

problem and he began reserving funds. He asked the Speaker of

the House for help, and | think Mke Madigan’s conment was,
“I't’s the Governor’s budget. It’s the CGovernor’s problem”
When we canme back that January, the Speaker tried to -- the --

the Governor tried to -engage the Speaker and the Senate
President, the -- the Leader of the Denocrats in the Senate and
the Leader of the Republicans in the House in discussions to
deal with the enmergency in ’02. And Vince Denuzio comrented,
“We don’t need any talks.” That’s what the environnent was that
created the problem Let’s not talk about one-hand cl apping.
The Governor -- Governor Ryan, big-spending Governor Ryan, for
the ' 03 budget, for the first tinme in twenty years, introduced a
State budget, and his first 03 budget was smaller than the 02
budget . He cut appropriations in his first introduced budget,
but he didn't stop there. He introduced a -- a My budget,
again - a second introduction, for the first time in ny nmenory -
that was snmaller than the one he introduced to begin with. So,

two budgets below the 02 level to deal with the financial
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crisis. Do you renenber what the House of Representatives under
M ke Madigan did with that budget, Senator? They refused to

consider it. They sent us a budget over to this Chanber a
billion dollars - a billion dollars - larger than the Governor
i nt roduced. And we -- the CGovernor vetoed it and we stood on
this Senate Floor -- vyou recall the long day of Steve

Rauschenberger, one at a tinme, doing each one of those veto
sustai n votes. So, don’t try to tell us there's sonme kind of
| egi slative ammesia. And as an Approp Chairman, we' ve got to be
honest here. The -- the budget problem that the Governor
i nherited was never five billion dollars. It was three billion
dollars - it’'s evidenced in his first budget - because he spends
a billion new dollars and there’'s four billion dollars in new
revenues. So that’'s easy arithnetic. It was a three-billion-
dol | ar probl em occasioned by an inability to work together in a
bi partisan way to deal wth it, but it certainly wasn't a
Republican problem Let's just renenber that before we get
t here. Now, your Governor, when -- when Rod Bl agojevich shows

up, does he cut budgets for the first tine in the mddle of this

financial crisis? No. He increases spending by a billion
dollars. So, let’s not get |lost. How does he finance that? He
borrows two billion dollars from our grandchildren. In his *05

budget dealing with this enmergency, how does he deal with this
energency? Seven hundred mllion dollars in nore new spendi ng
So, before you start talking about financial holes being a

Republican problem don’t forget Speaker Mdigan's active

participation, and |ook back at the history carefully. I think
this is a great bill. I’"m going to vote to support it. I'"m a
big fan of the sponsor. | would just remnd you that if we had

allowed a little sunshine on the Budget |nplenentation Act, just
a little bit of sunshine, we wuld have told you from
experience, if you re going to do a diversion, authorize it for
one year. You, in your wsdom as a Mijority, authorized
diversion in perpetuity, wuntil you take it away from the
Governor. When we diverted in the past, in energencies, it was
for one year. You gave him authority to -- to divert 1in
perpetuity. So, I'mglad you re doing this bill. [I'mglad you
recogni ze this problem but be careful when you give history

| essons.
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PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR HALVORSON)
Senator Welch, to cl ose.
SENATOR WELCH

well, let me -- let ne respond to sone of the comments
here. You know, | -- | nust have awakened this norning in the
State of Nebraska, because | thought we had a bicanera

| egislature here, a House and a Senate. But to hear the | ast
speaker, apparently when M ke Madigan sent over a budget that
was a billion dollars out of whack, he didn't need to have
Senate approval - a Senate controlled by the Republicans? He
didn’t need approval here? He didn't need a signhature by a
Republ i can Governor? | mean, give ne a break. You know, at the
samre time we have these argunments about, “Well, the deficit
started after Rod Bl agojevich canme in on January of -- of 2003,”
on the federal |evel, we have the reverse, “Wll, there was a
deficit that Bill Cinton had and he handed that down to George

Bush.” So on the federal level, it was the Denocrats’ fault,
prior to the sane nonth Rod Bl agojevich took over in Illinois,
but somehow it was the Denocrats fault there, too. Isn’t that
interesting how that happened - the disconnect between the

federal problem and the State problenf? You know, we can pretend
like it was all roses during the George Ryan adm ni stration, but
there was a hell of a lot of spending that went on there and
very little for education. You know, Senator Rauschenberger,
you have often lectured all of us and educated all of us about
what you called “the built-in structural deficit in the State of
I[llinois,” a deficit that continues yearly that we don't have
enough noney to pay, and then you say Governor Bl agojevich
i ncreased the spending by seven or eight hundred mllion dollars
|last year to pay for the increases that were necessary for
health care and education, to fund education at a proper |evel

Same thing this year. W’'re trying to fund education, not cut
it back.

wor kers. This bill would apply to snaller busi nesses.
Currently, I11inois has no State law regarding |ayoff
notification. This bill would put in place specific protections

for workers that we think are inportant, and | would urge all ny
col | eagues to vote Aye.
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR HALVORSON)

s there any di scussion? Senator Roskam
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SENATOR ROSKAM

Thank you, Madam President. WII the sponsor yield?
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR HALVORSON)

Sponsor indicates she wll.
SENATOR ROSKAM

Senator, could you go to the definition Section of the

bill, ‘cause |I've got a couple of questions? | don’'t serve on
the conmttee, but it’s nmy understanding that “covered
establ i shnent” was anended on -- with Anmendnent No. 1 to nmean a
busi ness enterprise. 1Is that -- that’s correct, isnt it?

PRESI DI NG OFFI CER: ( SENATOR HALVORSON)

Senat or Ronen.
SENATOR RONEN:

Yes, it is.
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR HALVORSON)

And then “enployer” nmneans any person who directly or
indirectly - and I'"'mreading fromit - owns/operates a covered
establishnment. The question has cone up in our discussions that
under the definition as «crafted, there’s not a specific
exenption for a governnmental body. So, the State of Illinois -
seens |ike a common reading of business enterprise - would be
included under this definition. Surely that is not your
i ntenti on.

SENATOR RONEN:

|’ m not sure that is nmy -- ny intention. [’ m not sure we
could include the State of Illinois because |I know the federal
law -- the federal |aw exenpts governnment. So we’'d have to -- |

can look into that when it goes over to the House and ask for a
-- aruling as to whether it could or not. M understanding is
that it could not apply, whether ny w shes would be that it did
or not.
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR HALVORSON)

Senat or Roskam
SENATOR ROSKAM
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So, could it be then, under your bill, there would be a

requirenent for a notice? |If, for exanple, the Governor makes a

decision, you know, as he’'s had to, to close a particular

facility and he gives -- let’'s say the State funding ends at the
end of -- end of June, and he doesn’t have enough noney into the
next fiscal year in order to run a -- run -- run the facility,

would the State then be in jeopardy of being in violation of
this bill or this statute if enacted?
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR HALVORSON)

Senat or Ronen.
SENATOR RONEN:

Not as | wunderstand it, because, as | said, federal |aw
exenpts governnent fromthe WARN Act.
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR HALVORSQON)

Senat or Roskam
SENATOR ROSKAM

But what you’'re doing, Senator, is creating something that
is outside of federal law. In other words, in your opening
comments you said that the State of Illinois does not have this
particul ar provision under -- on our statutes. So, let nme just
make this suggestion: | think it’s a very serious question that
you should -- that you should -- that you should |ook at.
Apparently, the wunion representatives, when it was raised
earlier, kind of blew it off, but I -- 1 -- 1 think that now
that this thing is noving, you may want to have those fol ks take

anot her | ook. Now, here’s -- to the bill. | understand what
the Senator’s trying to do, and, you know, when I -- when |I was
listening during the -- the senatorial canpaign, renenber Dan

Hynes had all those ads? And the backdrop was *“Such and such

conpany, Danville, 1llinois. Thirty-eight jobs.” One, two,
three -- you know, “ACME Pioneering Conpany, Carbondale

[I'linois.” And then the voiceover said, “George Bush. Bad man

Sending things overseas. Vote for Dan Hynes.” Renenber that
one? Well, that was making ne crazy. I’m listening to that.

I’m listening on WS, and |I'm just going absolutely nuts,
because | know what happens down here, unlike a lot of folks
back hone. And, Senator, | think this is one of these bills
that tells businesses, “Cone on the list of the Dan Hynes
comrercial; just -- just sign right up and -- and -- and join in
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to the businesses that go away,” because we have a federal |aw
that’s already in place for the protection of workers. Thi s
sends a signal that | don't think -- | think -- | think the
Majority Party has sent plenty of signals over the past eighteen
nont hs, “Business, stay away.” They’ve gotten that nessage, and
even the businesses that are here have gotten the nessage, “W
need to nove out.” They' ve gotten that nessage. I think that
what you need to do is to have the -- the effervescent change of
heart that Senator Wl ch denonstrated just nonents ago, and that
is to say, “Cone business. Cone here. It’s easy. W want you
to be here. W don't want you to be in the Dan Hynes
commercial.” This says, be in the Dan Hynes comerci al . Now,
as we all know, the Dan Hynes commercial didn’t work out too
well. And it’'s ny hope that this bill doesn't work out too wel

either, because it sends -- it sends a nessage to business that
there’s going to be another hassle, there’'s going to be another

department overl ooki ng you, there’'s going to be another bunch of

forms to fill out. And heaven help you if you don’t send notice
to the -- the -- the -- the chief political officer in the
muni ci pality and the county and the “this” and the “that,” if

you don’'t do that and you want to |lay people off, heaven help
you because it’s going to be lawsuit city under this bill. Vote
No. Thank you.

Senat or Ronen, a couple areas | want to question you on.
First, I'm |looking at Section 40 of the |egislation, under the

title, “Powers of the Director of Labor,” and it says, “ln any
i nvestigation or proceeding under this Act, the Director of
Labor has, in addition to all other powers granted by l|law, the
authority to examne the books and records of an enployer.”
Now, let ne give you a situation where an -- if this becones |aw
and an enployer fails to give the notice within the required
time frame. So, rather than sixty days from the closure, they
give notice forty -- forty-five days out, or whatever it m ght
be. The Departnent of Labor initiates an investigation and
wants to exam ne the books and the records of the enployer. As
| read this language, there isn't any limtation on the Director
-- being allowed to only exam ne the books and the records as
they pertain to the layoff. So, there’'s carte blanche authority
for the Director of Labor here to |ook at any book and record,
including any internal nenos that mght exist with regards to
negotiation of collective bargaining agreenents, trade secrets
or any other issues |ike that. I nmean, can you help nme wth
t hat ?
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR HALVORSON)

Senat or Ronen.
SENATOR RONEN:

Absol ut el y. Thank you for raising that. And the -- the
amendnent right now is the Departnent of Conmerce and Econom c
Opportunity, but nore to the point, that is one of the areas we
anticipate working in the House on and there's been discussions
about how we're able to -- we mght change that and narrow it.
And | think all your points are very well-taken, and | wll
instruct the Senate sponsor to address those things -- the House
sponsor. |I’'m the Senate sponsor, right? The House sponsor.
Roskam really kind of -- you know, he flustered ne with all of
his commercial s and everything.

PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR HALVORSQON)
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Senat or Ri ghter.
SENATOR RI GHTER

He does that to people on this side of the aisle, too,
Senat or . The second issue | want to raise is, as | read the
bill, the bill has language in it that says that paynments to an
enpl oyee won’'t be reduced by any other paynents that m ght be
received pursuant to sone of these Acts, including the federal
Act . So, as | read the bill, and please tell me if I'm -- |if
I"mwong, if an enployee files a conplaint or a grievance under
both the federal Act and then, if this bill becones law, the
State Act, and is able to get back wages from -- ordered by the
federal governnent and the State governnent, then the enployee
is getting twice what they would have earned otherw se, and
there’s no offset for that at all for the enployer. So the
enpl oyer is not paying the danages conpensated by State |aw or
federal |aw They’'re paying twice of that. | nean, is that a
fair reading of the bill as it stands now?
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR HALVORSON)

Senat or Ronen.
SENATOR RONEN

As usual, you raise another interesting point. It is not
our intent to have that happen. W wll refine the |anguage as
it noves into the House, and I’Il have an answer for you as it

goes through commttee there, and nmake sure that when it cones
back for concurrence, we will have had that addressed.
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR HALVORSON)

Senator Righter, your tinme is up. Please cone to a close.
SENATOR RI GHTER

Thank you, Senator Halvorson -- | nean, Madam President.
|"m sorry. Then can | take it, Senator Ronen, that what you're
telling me is, is that you will go to the Governor’s O fice and
ask him not to sign the bill, or amendatorily veto it, unless
it’s got those two anendnents in there that restrict the
Departnent’s ability to inspect books and records, except to as
how they relate to the layoff, and to avoid any doubl e paynents

by the enployer like that? | nean, is then -- | nean, are you -

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PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR HALVORSON)

Senat or Ronen.

SENATOR RONEN:

My -- my conmtnment was to work in the House to address
those issues so that before it cones back to us, it addresses
those sufficiently. So | would hope that we send to the
Governor a bill that we can agree on, and ny commtnent to you
is to work with you to nmake sure we address those points as --
as specifically as we can.

PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR HALVORSON)

Senat or Geo- Kari s.

SENATOR GEO KARI S:

Just to make it brief. W have |lost jobs and we just had a
-- a -- eight hundred jobs leave Illinois and go to Wsconsin,
just within the last couple of weeks. | think, Senator, nuch as
| love you, | don't think that we have to keep batting and
batting business, ‘cause if we don't have business, we wll not
have any labor. And therefore, | would urge you to take it out
of the record and put those two anendnents that the Senator and
ny side suggested to you, because we want to keep business here.

W're creating a
duty days fornula where a nonresident professional athlete wll
figure the portion of his or her total conpensation that is
taxable in Illinois by multiplying total conpensation from
service -- service perforned as a nenber by the ratio of the
nunmber of duty days spent in Illinois, inside the State versus

outside the State. So, for example, if -- if the total nunber
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of days they worked as a ballplayer for the taxable year is
twenty-five and they spent two days in the State, then they --
their percentage of their income would be one -- | nean,
two/twenty-fifths that they would have to pay in terns of State
taxes. M good friend, Chris Lauzen, put a physical {sic} note
on this bill, and it actually showed that if this bill passes,
Departnment of Revenue estimated that the State of Illinois would

Senator Lauzen, to answer your question, basically as | -- as |
went through this, we're trying to correct a situation that
affects ballplayers, professional athletes that -- that play in
the State of Illinois. And we're trying to nmake sure that the -
- the taxation is fair and equitable for them because if
they' ' re nonresidents, as the current lawis, and -- and their --
and the enployer maintains a base of operations here in
I[1linois, then we’re taxing them on every dollar that they earn
in the State of Illinois -- | nean, we’'re taxing them on every
dollar that they generate, that they get paid for, regardl ess of
nunber of days that they play in Illinois. So, if an athlete is
a nonresident of Illinois and his -- his conpany’s based here,
he may pay taxes in another state, or she may pay taxes in their
home state, and then, because they played a few ganes here - not
all the ganes - they're also taxed on the entire anount in
II'linois. They may be playing in -- in Mssouri, and M ssouri
has a state tax, and again, they' re being taxed again on the
entire anmount of their conpensation in Mssouri. So what we're
trying to do and what -- what this is designed to do is to make
sure that there is a fair and equitable process by creating this
-- this definition of “duty days,” that there’'s a fornmula by
whi ch they go by where they’re only -- they’'re only -- they only
pay taxes on those days that fall within the duty day provision.

And for
my colleagues on this side of the aisle, don't be confused that
we voted Yes on a Floor amendnent in commttee the other day,
because we voted Yes because it just nmade a terrible bill a
little less stinky. This bill is a huge change in the Human
Rights Act, and we’'re noving away from an adm ni strative process
to one that bypasses the admi nistrative process and let’s the
Attorney General sue in sonmeone’s nane directly to court. The
federal courts clearly have ways to handle the kinds of
grievances that the Attorney General mght want to bring, and
the EEOC al so obviously has adequate renmedies to do this. A
small business in the State can get financially crushed by the

Attorney General’'s Ofice, and a small busi ness can be
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exonerated but yet be financially ruined by the resources of the
